The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in regular session on Tuesday, December 17th, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by President Marlene Elko at 6:30 p.m.  Members present at roll call were Marlene Elko, Brenda Haviland, Ladd McCluskey, and Taylor Ekle.  Briana Ries was absent at the time of roll call.  Eugene Betz was present for Gas employee personnel.  
Welcome New Board Member – Humboldt Municipal Gas would like to welcome a new board member, Ladd McCluskey.
Adopt Agenda-Ekle motioned to adopt the agenda.  McCluskey seconded.  All Ayes, motion carried.
Approve 11/18/19 Minutes - The November 18th minutes were reviewed.  Elko motioned to approve minutes.  Haviland seconded.  McCluskey abstained from voting due to him not being present at the November 18th meeting.  All ayes, motion carried.
Public Comment/Discussion - No public comments were brought forth for discussion.
Gas Employee Report – Betz was instructed to start documenting daily activities in the log books.  Betz indicated that Betz and Beaner attended a DIMP training/inspection in crooks on 12/12/19.  Betz reported that there were no disconnects from the November billing cycle.  Betz and Beaner have been doing the annual paperwork for the work that was performed this year.  Betz stated that the ditch card for the new house on 5th Ave was complete.  Betz will be submitting the excavator incident on 4th Ave to SD 811.  
Job Description for Natural Gas Manager – Haviland will contact Keloland to get the last job opening add to use as a reference for writing a job description for the Natural Gas Manager.
Public Awareness 2020/2019 Public Awareness Accomplishment Report – Betz will type up a summary of the 2019 Public Awareness accomplishments for HMGU records.  Betz will print the 2020 public awareness plan. 
Helpline 2020 Contract – The 2020 Emergency Helpline contract was reviewed by the HMGU board.  McCluskey motioned to approve the contract.  Ekle seconded, all ayes motion carried.  Betz will send the signed contract back to the Helpline. 
Extend Consultant Contract – After receiving the news of some changes happening at CenterPoint, Haviland motioned to extend the contract with Eric Todd for 6 months.  Motion was seconded by Elko.  All ayes, motion carried.
2020 Bond Payment – Upon review of current finances McCluskey motion to make the 2020 bond payment on or around March 1st.  Seconded by Haviland, all ayes.  Motion carried.
Review Basic Service Fee/Rates – Considerable discussion took place regarding the different billing categories.  McCluskey will be presenting the new categories to the board.  Billing will be based on type of structure and natural gas equipment used.
Meter Removal Fee – Considerable discussion was held regarding meter removal and other types of work that is requested.  Elko will be typing up the proposed billing definitions in a resolution to be presented to the gas board at the next meeting.
Resolution #20-4 Tampering with HMGU NG Equipment – 1st reading – The first reading of resolution #20-4 was performed.  McCluskey motioned to approve resolution #20-4 with one spelling correction.  Haviland seconded, all ayes motion carried
NG loss report and history – Elko presented the loss report.  Report show a considerable loss for the month of November.  Betz has already been working to see if there is a leak or if the difference is due to the different times of the billing process.  Betz has not found any indications of a leak, but he will continue to check the system.
Past Due Accounts -The Past Due Accounts report was reviewed.
Bills/Financials/Payroll-All bills and payroll were reviewed.  A motion was made by Ekle to approve all bill and payroll, seconded by McCluskey.  All ayes, motion carried.
Board Training – SD 9-39-Elko handed out training material which was read and discussed by the board members.
Internal Audit-Internal audit of log entries for gas usage and cross-referencing what is billed was completed.
