Humboldt Natural Gas Minutes

The Humboldt natural gas board met in regular session on Monday, December 19, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall. The meeting was called to order by President Brenda Haviland at 6:31 PM.  Members present at roll call were Marlene Elko and Lynn Froke. Mike Beaner and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel. Don Boll was absent with cause. Cara Luke was not in attendance. 

Motion by Elko to adopt the agenda. Motion second by Froke. Motion carried.  The November 21st minutes were reviewed.  Motion by Froke to approve the minutes. Motion seconded by Elko. Motion carried. 

Gas employees reported. Boll, Beaner and Haviland continue training with Terry Hanson. Beaner has completed and passed eight natural gas tests and has performed a lot of hands on training. His training is a third of the way completed. Discussion was held on the gas line extension as plans continue to be reviewed. Discussion and planning will continue moving forward with Big J’s. 

CenterPoint operations and billing were discussed. Haviland has contacted CenterPoint rep, Brian Charlton, on the specifics of billing and obtaining more detailed reports. Charlton has yet to provide the requested reports to Humboldt. Follow up contact will be made with Carlton to obtain the reports. Until Charlton provides the reports and the board questions are answered, a motion was made by Froke and seconded by Elko to dispute the November 2016 billing from CenterPoint and postpone payment. Motion carried. 

Public awareness was discussed. The awareness brochures will be mailed out for the second time in 2016 as required by the PUC. 2017 calendars printed with emergency numbers and information were approved. On a motion by Froke and a second from Elko, 2017 calendars were approved to order along with public awareness books for the elementary school up to the amount of $500. Motion carried. 

Past due and delinquent utility accounts were reviewed. 

The bills, financials and payroll were reviewed. Motion made by Elko to approve all claims was seconded by Froke.  Motion carried. 

The board continued review of the open meetings law as part of their monthly board training.

As part of the natural gas internal audit, the board directed Siemonsma to randomly choose five account details to be reviewed in order for the board to verify that the gas meters are being read properly and that no detectable issues of faulty meters goes undiscovered. The accounts and readings will be reviewed at the next meeting. 

Board commented on the continuing need for members to serve on the gas board. Interested persons are encouraged to call the Finance Office or any of the gas board members or employees. 

The next HNGB regular monthly meeting is scheduled for Monday, January 16, 2017 at 6:30pm.
