Humboldt Natural Gas Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in regular session on Monday June 15th, 2020 at Humboldt Community Center. President Sam Eastlick called the meeting to order at 6:30pm with the following members present for roll call: Heather VanZee, Taylor Ekle and Brian Walker. Nicole Baars and Gene Betz were present for city personnel.
Agenda Approval: Motion to amend the agenda to add Purchase of Deca Therms to 7.a, was made by VanZee and seconded by Eastlick. All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the May 18th minutes was made by Eastlick and seconded by VanZee. Walker abstained. Ekle, VanZee and Eastlick aye, motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: No dissection from public. 
Update on TBS Modification: The history of the TBS station, how we have come to this point of needing modifications to the TBS Station and what options we have for that modification were discussed. No decisions were made.

Contract with Clayton energy: Baars presented the contract submitted by Clayton Energy. This contract lists what services will be provided and length of time Clayton Energy will have the contract with Humboldt as their Natural Gas supplier. Baars will submit the contract to the city attorney for review. No decision was made. 
Purchase of additional Deca Therms: Bill with Clayton Energy presented an opportunity for Humboldt to bid on addition Deca Therms with no upfront cost from Northern Natural. Motion to approve the bid of 45 additional Deca Therms from Northern Natural was made by Eastlick and seconded by VanZee. All aye, motion carried. Baars will email Clayton Energy with a requested bid amount of 45 Deca Therms. 

Account #406: Betz stated the resident has requested that their natural gas meter be locked and to stop their service to the home. The resident is also requesting that the $20 monthly service fee be stooped. After discussion, the monthly fee will continue to be billed as long as the service is available to the resident. The fines and fee schedule will be reviewed at the end of 2020.  No action was taken. 
Gas Employee Report: Betz stated the gas line on Main St needed had been lowered, Terry Hanson completed Cathodic testing and disconnections will go into effect stating July.  
Natural Gas Loss Report: Betz stated the percentage of loss was within the acceptable range. 

Past Due Accounts: Meeting was held on June 15th before accounts are past due. At this time there is nothing to review. 
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed, and discussed. Motion to approve claims was made by VanZee and seconded by Walker. All aye, motion carried. 
Board Training: Betz reviewed Ditch Cards with the board. 

Internal Audit: Due to the double check of the meter read books each month by both Betz and Baars this section of the meeting will be removed going forward.  

Next Scheduled Meeting: Next regular scheduled meeting will be held on Monday July 20th, 2020.
Items for Next Meeting: Contract with Clayton Energy, Auto payment option, review of Bond information, Review 2020 budget.
