The meeting was called to order by President Marlene Elko at 6:34 p.m.  Members present at roll call were Marlene Elko, Brenda Haviland, and Lynn Froke.  Briana Ries and Taylor Ekle were absent with cause.  Eugene Betz was present for Gas employee personnel.  Mike Beaner was present for City personnel and Jon Fischer was present from Stockwell.
Adopt Agenda Haviland motion to approve agenda with amendment to add Jon Fischer, seconded by Froke.  All ayes, motion carried.
Approve 6/17/19 Minutes  The June 17th minutes were reviewed.  Elko motion to approve 6/17 minutes with amendment to show that Gas employee to conduct of inventory Natural Gas supplies.  Lynn seconded, all ayes motion carried.
Public Comment/Discussion  No public comments were brought forth for discussion.
Jon Fischer Jon Fischer discussed the need for gas main relocation due to conflict with the street project.  Clarification was given as to what sections of gas line needs to be moved, and best solutions.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Firm Capacity – CenterPoint Letter Letter requesting clarification on ownership of Humboldt’s firm capacity and requesting information on acquiring more.  There has been no response from CenterPoint.
Increase Natural Gas Deposit Betz contacted Crooks and Garretson to compare Gas Utility deposits.  After extensive discussion, Haviland motioned to increase deposit from $75 to $100 effective January 1st 2020, Froke seconded.  All ayes, motion carried
Gas Employee Report  Betz has continued online training and hands on training with Mike Beaner.  
There were no disconnects during the month of June
No discussion held on letter explaining how bills are calculated
After extensive discussion on the moving of the gas mains for the street project.  Froke motion that Betz and Beaner move the main along 4th ave with assistance from Garretson at a cost of $900 which Humboldt Municipal Gas would cover the cost of, Haviland seconded.  All ayes motion carried.
Haviland motion to approve Betz and Beaner do the relocation of the gas main along 6th ave with assistance from Garretson for $10,000 pending the formal quotes from ECI and Q3, seconded by Froke.  All ayes, motion carried
Betz will continue to conduct a working inventory of natural gas components on hand
Betz explained that natural gas does not have its own line item on a building permit.  Therefore, Natural Gas does not need to be notified of building permits if natural gas is not going to be installed.  
2020 Budget Discussion was held in regard to scheduling a meeting for the 2020 budget.  After discussion, meeting has been set for Tuesday, August, 6th 2020 at the Humboldt City Hall.
NG Loss Report and History Elko indicated that loss report shows within acceptable percentage
Utility Account no report due to the 15th falling on meeting date
Bills/Financials/Payroll  All bills and payroll were reviewed.  A motion was made by Froke to approve all bill and payroll, seconded by Haviland.  All ayes, motion carried
September 30 – Community Meeting  Discussion was held concerning the topics we would like to discuss during the community meeting
Schedule to Report to Town Board  Discussion was held regarding the writing of a schedule of who is responsible to report to the Town Board at their meetings.  No action was taken. 
Board Training – SD 9-39  Elko handed out training material to be reviewed and returned at the next meeting
Internal Audit  Internal audit of log entries for gas usage and cross-referencing what is billed was completed
