Board Training – SD 9-39  Elko handed out training material to be reviewed.  
Internal Audit  Internal audit of log entries for gas usage and cross-referencing what is billed was completed
Gas Employee Report Betz reported that he has been doing hands on training with Beaner and the City of Garretson.  He has also seen a high volume of locate tickets because of all the different projects that are happening in town.
Betz indicated that there weren’t any disconnects for the prior billing period.
Betz informed that there have been some service lines that were lowered due to the current street project.
