Humboldt Natural Gas Minutes
The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in regular session on Monday, September 16th, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by President Marlene Elko at 6:45 p.m.  Members present at roll call were Marlene Elko, Brenda Haviland, and Briana Ries.  Lynn Froke and Taylor Ekle were at the time of roll call.  Eugene Betz was present for Gas employee personnel.  Taylor Ekle arrived at 6:59 p.m.
Adopt Agenda Haviland motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Ries.  All ayes, motion passed.
Approve 8/19/19 Minutes  The August 19th  minutes were reviewed.  Ries motion to approve minutes with spelling correction under Executive Session from Reis to Ries.  Haviland Seconded.  All ayes, motion passed.
Public Comment/Discussion  No public comments were brought forth for discussion.
Gas Employee Report  Betz has continued online training and hands on training with Mike Beaner.  
Betz indicated that Gary Cahoy had performed the residential leak survey and cathodics testing.  All testes showed that systems is operating within acceptable specifications.
Betz indicated that there were four disconnects done for the month of August.
Betz indicated that there the gas line valve in the alley to the west of Madison street will have to be moved due to the street project.
Betz has been performing an inventory on the Natural Gas Items on hand.  
Betz indicated that purchasing a GPS attachment for the locator would be a good way to avoid future issues with locating certain areas in town.  Betz was instructed to get quotes for the GPS system.  
Firm Capacity – West Leg 2021 Expansion Open Season -    Elko indicated that with the West Leg 2021 Expansion, there would be an opportunity to bid on more firm capacity gas.  After extensive discussion, Elko motioned to bid on 200 therms per day up to 2000 therms per month increase in firm capacity, seconded by Ries.  All ayes, motion carried. 
Lock in rates for winter – Elko indicated the winter rates that were voted on at the August meeting had been locked in.  The same monthly amounts of gas were locked in as last year.  Haviland motioned to lock in an additional 8000 therms for the month of January, Ekle seconded.  All ayes, motion carried.
Landlord/Tenant non-payment  Betz was instructed to draft a letter send to all the landlords in Humboldt to let them know that Gas Board will be reviewing whose name the utility billing is under.
Review protocol for call back pay  The meeting minutes from Monday, May 15th, 2017 were reviewed.  The current protocol for call back pay is a minimum of one hour pay and $25 of the call-out fee.
Consultant  A consultant has been hired for the Natural Gas Informational Meeting to be held September 30, 2019.
First National Bank transfer of NG bonds to US Bank  Elko indicated that the NG bond has been transferred from First National Bank to US Bank.
NG loss report and history  Elko indicated that the loss report showed within acceptable limits.
Past Due Accounts  The Past Due Accounts report was not available for review at the meeting.
Bills/Financials/Payroll  All bills and payroll were reviewed.  A motion was made by Haviland to approve all bill and payroll, seconded by Ries.  All ayes, motion carried.
September 30 Community Meeting  Discussion was held regarding who would be presenting information about the Natural Gas System at the meeting.
Board Training – SD 9-39  Elko handed out training material which was read and discussed by the board members.
