
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in special session on Wednesday, August  22, 2018 at the Humboldt Community Center. The meeting was called to order by President Brenda Haviland at 6:30 pm. Members present at roll call were Lynn Froke, Eugene Betz, Brenda Haviland and Marlene Elko.  Donnie Boll was not required to attend.

Motion by Froke to approve the agenda, seconded by Betz. All ayes, motion carried.

2019 Budget:  And examination of the 2019 budget was conducted by the board. The 2019 Natural Gas Budget was finalized and will be included in the town board budget. The first reading will be held in September.

State Seminar Financial:  Haviland requested to attend a financial seminar scheduled on November 8. Motion by Froke to approve attendance not-to-exceed $250. Seconded by Betz. All ayes, motion carried. 

Rate Analysis: Utility Safety and Design, Inc. requested natural gas financial information to provide a rate analysis review they were contracted to conduct. They anticipate they should have it completed by the end of September. Elko will provide them the requested information along with the 2019 budget. 

2018 Surplus:  Tabled until the September meeting.

Auto meter readers: Tabled until the September meeting when a new quote should be available.

NG Vehicle:  Haviland motioned to purchase a used vehicle not to exceed $10,000 for natural gas usage. Seconded by Froke. All ayes, motion carried.

Attorney:  Tabled until the September meeting.

Consultant: Considerable discussion occurred regarding the firm capacity at the town border station (TBS) based on an email dated May 30, 2013  from Douglas Stark, CenterPoint Energy.   Concerns were addressed in the email regarding the capacity at the TBS. Major concern was that there are two parties, Crooks/Garretson and Humboldt and only one party can hold the capacity at the TBS. An Email from Sabrina Meierhenry, Attorney, indicated a meeting needed to be scheduled with the three communities to discuss the issues at the TBS. The NG Board has found no evidence that this meeting ever occurred. Humboldt exceeded their contracted1,620 therms per day, 65 times during the past three years. Crooks/Garretson have considerably increased the number of users during the past couple of years. Motion by Froke, seconded by Betz to hire a consultant at $150 per month, not to exceed 12 months, to contact Northern Natural Gas Company,  and other appropriate parties, on behalf of Humboldt, to explore options available to resolve these issues. All ayes, motion carried. 

With no further business, Elko motioned to adjourn, seconded by Froke.  All  ayes, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 9:32 PM.
