
ORDINANCE NO. 19-02 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 6; CHAPTER 6.03; STREETS, SIDEWALKS AND PUBLIC PLACES; SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL OF THE REVISED MUNICIPAL ORDINANCES OF THE TOWN OF HUMBOLDT, SOUTH DAKOTA.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE TOWN OF HUMBOLDT, SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1.  That Section 6.03 of the Revised Municipal Ordinances of the Town of Humboldt, South Dakota be amended to read as follows:

6.0301
Duty to Remove.  It shall be the duty of the owner, tenant, or person in possession of any private property abutting on any sidewalk and/or public right-of-way to keep such sidewalk and/or public right-of-way free from snow and ice and to cause any accumulated snow and ice to be removed within twenty-four (24) hours after the termination of any snowfall or snow and ice accumulation. For purposes of this section, this provision only applies to that portion of the public right-of-way that would potentially obstruct or interfere with access to the property by emergency and public utility personnel including, but not limited to, access to fire hydrants and utility meters. (SDCL 9-30-5)

Disposal of Snow.  It shall be the duty of the owner, tenant, or person in possession of any private property to dispose of or arrange for the disposal of snow and ice that has accumulated upon such property as follows:
1. Snow and ice shall not be deposited on any sidewalk or in any park.

2. Snow and ice shall not be deposited on any public rights-of-way in a manner that obstructs or interferes with the passage or vision of vehicular or pedestrian traffic.

3. Snow and ice shall not be deposited on any public rights-of-way in a manner that obstructs or interferes with access to the property by emergency and public utility personnel. This includes, but is not limited to, access to fire hydrants and utility meters.

4. Snow and ice shall not be deposited on any street at any time (both before and after the street has been plowed).

Removal Costs Assessed.  In the event any owner, tenant, or person in possession of any private property shall neglect or fail to or refuse to remove the snow and ice has that accumulated upon such property within the time provided, any authorized official of the Town may issue a citation for such violation and the Town Board may authorize such removal with the costs to be assessed against the owner, tenant, or person in possession of the abutting private property. (SDCL 9-30-5)

All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its approval, adoption, and publication as provided by law.
