City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session Monday, January 11th, 2010.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 6:57 p.m. Trustees present were Dawn Hahn, Theresa Muth, Ritchy Griepp and Jeff Kaufman.  Bob Schulte was also present.  

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to move the utility manager items under the minutes on the agenda and add the appointment of a new Natural Gas Board member to the agenda.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

The minutes from the December 21st, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

John Jarding had approached the utility manager and wanted to know if he could plant beans this year on the city land south of the park.  Donnie was wondering what the board had planned for that property for this spring.  The board indicated that a meeting will be set up with the baseball group to see what the next step is for the ball diamonds. The board will let John know by the 1st of March.  

The hiring of a second man was discussed.  The purpose for the hiring of a second man is to have someone start training and complete the required certifications to be able to take over the utility manager position when Don Boll retires.  Due to the snow storms, the utility manager was not available to assist in drafting a job description for the second man position.  The utility manager and finance officer will work on the description in January, weather permitting.  

The board indicated that some of the intersections need to have the snow moved back so that the visibility is better for traffic.  Donnie will work on that this week.  He has gotten approval from Jessie Travis to move the snow to the lot west of the Bank.  

The utility man was asked to put flags on the hydrants so that they would be easier to find to dig out in the future. 

The sewer manhole repairs were delayed due to the company not having much work in this area.  The company indicated that they have us on the list and as soon as they have enough work in our area they will complete the project. 

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to appoint Tim Vilhaur to the Natural Gas Board.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Open discussion was held.  The MCEDA meeting on Tuesday, snow removal and the Fireman’s Annual meeting and Fundraiser were all discussed. 

The bar financials were reviewed.  The bar ended in good shape considering all of the remodeling done in November and December.  The actual expenses for the project will be submitted at the next meeting. 

Items left for the remodel are the floor behind the bar and insulating the ceiling area. The lottery sales were reviewed. 

Bob Schulte was present to discuss the Midwest Sales building.  He indicated that he would sell the building for $88,400.00 and he would collect the three years rent left on the office space or $110,000.00 and the city would collect the rent.  The board member went to look at the building with Bob.  The finance officer submitted numbers for the cost of moving all of the computer equipment, cameras, phone systems and heating for both buildings.  
After discussion a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Hahn to accept the offer from John Kolbach to purchase the bank building (current finance office) for the amount of $89,000.00. Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
The 2010 Salaries Resolution was submitted for approval.  After review, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the 2010 Salaries Resolution.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. (E-mail attached) 

The 2008-2009 Audit Engagement Letter from Schoenfish and Co. was submitted for approval and signing.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to approve the Audit Engagement Letter from Schoenfish to conduct the 2008-2009 audit for the City of Humboldt.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  The letter will be forwarded to Legislative Audit in Pierre for approval.  

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to approve Kira Schmeichel to have signing authority on all the checking accounts related to the normal business processes of the City.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with Muth, Kaufman, Hahn and Griepp voting yes and Schmeichel abstaining.  

The bills, financials and payroll were all submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

With not further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 p.m. The motion carried.
