A job description for the part time person will be drafted. The second request for funding has been approved. The amounts received are from Drinking Water $270,000.00 loan and $145,000.00 grant with the addition of a $4.75 surcharge and for Clean Water $330,000 loan and $390,000.00 grant with at $6.00 surcharge. The website was discussed. 
New Business: The engagement letters from Schoenfish and Co. LLC for the 2024 annual report and the 2022-2023 audit were submitted for approval. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by O’Gorman to approve the annual report engagement letter in an amount not to exceed $3,200.00. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried.  A motion was made by Gambs and seconded by O’Gorman to approve the 2022-2023 audit engagement letter in an amount not to exceed $16,000.00. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried.  A motion was made by O’Gorman and seconded by Griepp to set the 2024 Election Day for April 9th, 2024. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried. A was made by Griepp and seconded by O’Gorman to designate the Minnehaha Messenger as the legal newspaper for Humboldt. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried. Stephanie Bentz of the SiouxLand Library was unable to attend due to the weather, her presentation will be rescheduled.
