Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Tuesday, January 9, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 6:59pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund and Heather Van Zee. Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp was absent with cause. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Marlene Elko, Mike Garrey, Brenda Haviland, Mary Zanter and Mike Hars. 
Request from Schultz to amend the agenda to add Siemonsma Properties under old business item f and request from Beaner to add Mike Hars from Sheehan Mac under open discussion. Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Van Zee and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve December 11, 2017 minutes was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve December 18, 2017 minutes was made by Van Zee and seconded by Lund. All aye, motion carried.

Open Discussion: Mike Hars with Sheehan Mac/TranSource Truck & Equipment presented pay loader purchase and lease options. Discussion on bids, price, warranty, value and status of the town’s current pay loader. Board requested further information and details. Hars will present that information at the next town board meeting. 
Natural Gas Board: Brenda Haviland, president of the Natural Gas Board presented their monthly update to the town board. Items discussed: City attorney, Patrick Glover’s attendance at the Natural Gas Board meeting, Board member’s visit to Watertown, hiring of Natural Gas attorney as needed, the hiring of a consultant as needed, rates analysis, financials and welcome packets. Lengthy discussion about financials both past and present. Schultz reported that all financials for the town, including Natural Gas have been completed annually, audited bi-annually and annual reports have been sent to the Department of Legislative audit as required. Financials are in City Hall and can be reviewed. Natural Gas Board has approved a forensic audit. Haviland reported estimated cost of $30,000. Lengthy discussion about responsibilities of the boards, pipeline management and safety and a plan to move forward working together. Zanter discussed pipeline safety, and pay for hours worked. Eugene Betz was presented as an appointee to the Natural Gas Board. Lund and Van Zee will attend the Natural Gas Board meeting to meet Betz. Appointment of Betz to the Natural Gas Board will be considered at the next Town Board meeting. 
Planning Commission: Planning and Zoning will meet on January 22. SECOG will be attending the meeting to continue to work on updating planning and zoning regulations. 
Old Business: The city attorney and building inspector are still working to obtain permission to inspect the Interactive building. Schultz will continue to update the board.
City owned land has been valued at $0 by 3 different residents. Schultz will follow up with the city attorney on the next steps. 

Updated version on the Verizon contract was presented and reviewed. Questions on two items remain. Verizon has asked about obtaining a building permit. Town Board advised that one most likely will be needed and then approved by the Planning and Zoning board. Cost of the project and building permit was discussed. Schultz will follow up on the contract and the building permit.

Trustees: $720.00 per year. $75 per meeting attended. No pay for unattended meetings. 

HCC Janitor: $9.00 to $12.00 per hour DOE.

Planning & Zoning Board: $30 per meeting attended. Board president receives $40 per meeting attended. No pay for unattended meetings.

Natural Gas Board: Members receive $50 per meeting attended. Board president receives $75 per meeting attended. No pay for unattended meetings.

New Business: Bi-annual audit is due in 2018. Schoenfish audit letter of engagement was presented. Discussion on audit and annual review. Motion by Lund to sign the letter of engagement for Schoenfish to audit the Town of Humboldt’s finances for no more than $10,500 was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
2018 election date was discussed. Motion by Schmeichel to designate the Town of Humboldt’s Election Day as April 10, 2018 was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried. The following offices will become vacant due to the expiration of the present term of office of the elective officer: TRUSTEE – 3 year term (currently held by Ritchy Griepp) and TRUSTEE – 3 year term (currently held by Heather VanZee)

Circulation of nominating petitions may begin on January 26th, and petitions may be filed in the office of the finance officer located at 100 S Main Street between the hours of 8:00 AM and 4:00 PM Central Standard Time no later than the 23rd day of February, 2018.

Discussion of the official newspaper designation. Motion by Lund to keep the Minnehaha Messenger as the official paper of the Town of Humboldt for the year 2018 was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.
West Central Baseball Association contacted Schultz regarding concession stand keys and locking mechanisms. It was suggested that a key check out system be put in place by WCBA. Beaner indicated that he could do the work. Motion by Lund to approve the re-key and new locking system at the baseball fields was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.
West Central PTA is requesting use of the Humboldt Community Center for their Father Daughter Dance. Motion by Lund to approve the use was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.
No dates regarding Equalization has been received. Board requests a list of addresses when filed with the finance office to insure proper research and preparation.

Utility Manager: 
Discussion on pay loader and on skid steer tires. 

The new Banyon computer system is up and running for Utility Billing, Fund Accounting and Payroll. The year 2017 will be closed out in the old system and final numbers transferred once Schultz consults with the auditors. 

With the capabilities in the new Banyon system, water billing can now be billed to the gallon instead of the previous billing of rounding to the 1000. Examples were presented to the board. Motion by Lund to approve water billing to the 1 gallon instead of rounding up to the next 1000 gallons was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried. 
Finance Officer: 

New W-4 forms were requested of the Town Board.

2017 budget was discussed. Budget adjustments were presented. Motion by Lund to approve presented 2017 budget adjustments was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
On November 27th, the boiler in City Hall quit working. Contact with the landlord and subsequent follow up was made. The part is ordered. No timeframe has been given on the repair. City Hall’s bathroom sink also has a known leak issue. 

Natural Gas late fees were discussed. Calculated paid Natural Gas late fees for the period June 2017-December 2017 is $913.39. Motion by Lund to transfer $913.39 from water and sewer late fees to Natural Gas was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried. Schultz will work with auditors to properly account for the 2017 late fees. 
South Dakota Retirement was discussed. All city employees that average 20 hours or more a week for more than 6 months out of the year are required to participate in SDRS. Discussion about SDRS. The Natural Gas Board will discuss SDRS at their next meeting. 

Large outstanding utility balances and a past due policy was discussed. The Natural Gas Board will also discuss this at their next meeting. Outstanding balances and past due policy will be discussed at the next Town Board meeting. 
Claims: Payroll, bills and financials were reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Sam’s Club credit card and finance charges were discussed. Schultz present the next month’s credit card bill at the next Town Board meeting. Motion by Lund to approve was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. 

Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Van Zee to enter into executive session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1) was made at 9:54pm. 
Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Van Zee to exit executive session was made at 10:38pm.
No votes were made or action taken in executive session.
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 10:38pm on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.
