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The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, January 13th, 2014. The meeting was called to order by chairman Ritchy Griepp at 7:05 p.m. Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel, Adam Lund and Matt Sieverding.  Others present were Daryl Sieverding, Paul Clark, T.J. Kaffar, Jesse Wenzlaff, Mike Shumaker, and Chuck Hanisch.  
The minutes of the December 10th, 2013 regular meeting and the December 30th, 2013 special meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Sieverding and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the December 10th minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  
A motion was made by Sieverding and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the December 30th minutes. Roll call was held.  The motion carried with Schmeichel, Sieverding, Lund and Griepp voting yes and Muth abstaining. 
The plat of Lot G in the Ideker Addition to Humboldt was submitted for approval.  After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the plat of Lot G in the Ideker addition.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.
Paul Clark was present to discuss the 2012 ICC Code adoption.  He gave an over view of the changes that were going to be made to the code and recommended approval since Minnehaha County and the City of Hartford have approved them. Paul is the building inspector for the county, Hartford and Humboldt, he is recommending approval for consistency to avoid errors. Toby Brown with SECOG will forward the finance office the appropriate public notices for the Planning and Zoning public hearing and the public notices for the Town Board.  Early spring approval is anticipated. 
The public hearing for the rezoning of the elevator property will be on Monday, January 27th, 2014 at the finance office at 7:00 p.m.
A motion was made by Lund and seconded by Sieverding to add open discussion to the agenda above Human Society Contract.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Open discussion was held.  Chuck Hanisch was present to discuss the West Central Ball Association.  He indicated that the organizing group had a meeting regarding the details of the association.  They would be having another meeting on January 23rd to elect officers.  The cost of the computer program for the registrations and receipt of payments along with the cost of the application for the 501-3c would require funding.  Chuck requested that the $6500.00 left from the ball diamond project be transferred to the ball association’s trust account, which is managed by the Eich Law Office in Hartford, to cover the costs of establishing the association and to pay for the back stop. After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the transfer of funds.  Roll call was held. The motion carried with all present of voting yes.
Jesse Wenzlaff was present to discuss the resignation of the Finance Officer, Kristie Ellis, and who would be responsible for her duties until someone is hired, how much this individual would be paid and how many hours the individual would work.  The board indicated that, Kristie Ellis would continue to complete the necessary duties at the finance office at regular pay and train the new person at the amount agreed upon, which was $25 dollars per hour.  The number of hours of training is unknown; however, it WILL NOT be 40 hours per week as Miss Ellis will be starting her new full time position on January 15th, 2014.  Mr. Wenzlaff’s mission was to extinguish rumors about the two week notice and resignation for ALL of the coffee clubs in Humboldt.
The animal control contract was submitted for approval.  No changes were made to the contract and it is billed per event not on a restrainer.  A motion was made by Sieverding and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the contract.  Roll call was held. The motion carried, with all present voting yes.

Schoenfisch and Co. LLC submitted their Engagement Letter for the 2012 and 2013 two year audit.  The audit and additional review of fund expenses for all accounts will be $9500.00.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Sieverding to approve and sign the Engagement Letter with Schoenfisch and Co. LLC. Roll call was held. The motion carried with all present voting yes.
All 2013 audit items have been resolved and the audit has been closed. 
Resolution R-01-13-2014 regarding the contingency transfer for 2013 was submitted for approval. After review a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve Resolution R-01-13-2014.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with present voting yes. 
The Ordinance O-01-13-2014 regarding the Supplemental budget for the year ending 2013 was submitted for the first reading. After review, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the first reading of the Supplemental Ordinance.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
The Finance Officer position was discussed. 
Salary actions will be discussed in Executive Session. 
The bills financials and payroll were submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Sieverding to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to go into executive session at 8:20 p.m.  The motion carried.  Kristie Ellis left at 8:20.  
Chairman Griepp reconvened the meeting at 9:22 p.m. 
A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to adjourn the meeting at 9:24 p.m. The motion carried.
