The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday January 23rd, 2023, at Humboldt Community Center. President Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Agenda Approval: A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Gambs to approve the January 23rd, 2023 agenda. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. Motion carried. 
Minutes:  The Minutes for the January 9th, 2023 meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by O’Gorman to approve the minutes with the correction that Mike Beaner was present for personnel not Gene Betz. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: Payroll was discussed.  
Public Hearing: The public hearing for the Variance request from Kim and Jeff Skrovig was held. The variance is to allow a 4ft setback on the east side instead of 20ft and 4ft set back on the south side instead of a 7ft setback of their property at 201 S Carlson to allow for the building of an additional garage. The Planning and Zoning board made a recommendation to approve the variance. The agreement does not prohibit Golden West from providing services to the residents of the City of Humboldt. A motion was made by O’Gorman and seconded by Muth to approve the contract with Midcontinent for internet service. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. Motion carried. 
New Business: Golden West is in the process of obtaining easements from the individuals on Annway and Carlson streets and on 4th Ave west of Carlson for their upcoming fiber optic installation. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to designate the Minnehaha Messenger as the official paper. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. Motion carried. A motion was made by Muth and seconded by O’Gorman to only pay members of any board for a meeting if they have attended at least 50% of the meeting. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. Motion carried.
