Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, February 8th, 2010.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Dawn Hahn, Theresa Muth, Ritchy Griepp and Jeff Kaufman.  Others present were Utility Manager Don Boll and Jay Gunderson.  

The minutes from the January 11th, 19th, and 27th meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Hahn and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes, with the correction that at the January 27th, 2010 meeting, trustee Muth left at 6:50 p.m.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Open discussion was held.  A Summer Ball meeting was held on February 3rd, 2010.  The coaches present felt that the project to complete this year would be a new concession stand and bathrooms at the large ball diamond.  Humboldt will be hosting the Districts for the Town Team and the Regionals for the Legion team.  The ball program will be applying for several grants again this year.  Fundraisers will also be held through out the year to help pay for the improvements.   

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to move the vicious dog issue up after open discussion.  The motion carried. 

Jay Gunderson was present to discuss the citizens concerns regarding the vicious dog attack that took place at 413 S Madison St.  Two pit bull type dogs attacked a defenseless dog on a chain and killed him.  The animals were not registered with city.  The sheriff’s department and Second Chance Rescue were contacted. Both departments filed case reports.  The finance officer obtained the reports.  Several witnesses signed complaint forms and all the information was forwarded to the City Attorney for follow up.  The animal ordinances will be reviewed by the Attorney to verify that it is stringent enough to handle incidents like this.  

Jay Gunderson left at 7:30 p.m. 

The items reviewed for the bar were the expenses for all of the repairs and improvements that were done at the end of 2009.  The January 2010 financials were reviewed. The bar is doing well and the week end Super Bowl event was a success.  The bar is planning a Valentine’s Day weekend also with Karaoke on Saturday and a Steak and Shrimp meal on Sunday.  

The roof on the bank building was discussed.  The board would like the utility manager to take pictures of the roof from all angles and also get the measurements to have on file. 
The Humboldt Community Center rentals were discussed.  Fund raisers and funerals were discussed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to waive the fee for the Fireman’s Fund Raiser and for local resident’s funerals.  With all other fundraising requests reviewed on an individual basis. Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes.  

Part time summer help and advertising for a second full time man were discussed. 

The land behind Pressler Park and the future Veteran’s Memorial were discussed.  Since no development will be done to the land behind the park this year.  The board indicated that John Jarding may plant beans there this year.  The board requested that some members from the American Legion be present at the next meeting to discuss their plans for the memorial.  

Automatic water and natural gas meter readers was discussed.  Further information and cost estimates will be obtained for the next meeting. 

The utility manager had several items to discuss. A company would like to come in and grind all of the branches at the dump for the city at no charge. The manholes that need to be installed at the south end of Jefferson Street and Washington Street were discussed.  The board indicated that the job needs to be scheduled this spring. The sand pile the state has on Hwy 38 has been moved to Canton and they do not have any more money in the budget to get any more.  The utility man will order some sand for the City’s use. 

The maintenance contract for the cleaning of the water tower was submitted for signing.  The Chairman signed the necessary documents. 

The updates to the 2010 Personnel Manual were submitted for approval.  After discussion, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Hahn to approve the 2010 Personnel Manual with the updates.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
The Supplemental Budget Ordinance O-02-08-10-1 for the increase in the line item for the Water Fund SRF Loan Repayment was introduced for the first reading.  The line item was inadvertently left out of the 2010 budget. The amount of the 2010 SRF Loan and interest is $32,854.04.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the first reading of Supplemental Budget Ordinance O-02-08-10-1.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all members present voting yes. 

A History Committee meeting was discussed.  Rosie Sieverding will be contacted to see what day works for her.  

Other items discussed included the furnaces at the HCC, loan amounts available from the SD Association of Rural Water Systems and summer interns. 
The bills, financials and payroll were submitted for review.  After discussion, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Griepp to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes. (E-mail Attached) 

With no further business, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
