Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday February 8, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee, Theresa Muth and Allen Schmeichel. Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. 
The agenda was approved on a motion by Lund and a second from Muth. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Lund and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes for the regular meetings held on January 18th and January 25th, 2016. Motion carried with all members voting aye. 
Business: Utility billing was discussed including deposits, delinquent accounts and shutoffs. New utility deposit forms will be drafted to include a separate deposit for natural gas. Siemonsma will discuss the new forms with the natural gas board to set the deposit amount. The deposit is collected to ensure payment of utilities at the end of the utility usage of the resident. Past due and delinquent accounts will continue to be monitored and will be discussed each meeting. Siemonsma received a delinquent utility service checklist from the attorney and drafted a resolution to be passed by the council on the correct procedure to follow regarding delinquent utilities. Resolution #16-05 will be presented at the next meeting.

Advertising for sealed bids on the Interactive building demo was discussed. The council would like to run the ad for a few weeks to ensure as many bids as possible are received to hopefully guarantee the best bid is received. The bids are expected to be published through April and opened at the first regular meeting in May. 
The Cressman Sanitation city garbage license renewal application along with the required $200 fee for the license was received. On a motion by Muth and a second from Schmeichel the Cressman Sanitation application was approved. Motion carried. Cressman Sanitation will continue service in Humboldt through 2016.  


The replacement of the HCC heaters was discussed. The city had advertised for sealed bids for this project to be accepted through February 5th. No sealed bids were received. The board would like to proceed with the project. Siemonsma will contact A1 Heat & Air of Hartford to discuss the project. Follow up information will be held at the next meeting for review and discussion.

Siemonsma presented the council with an administrative assistance agreement between SECOG and the Town of Humboldt for the Consolidated Water Facility Construction Program (CWFCP).  The agreement states that the Town of Humboldt will receive administrative assistance from SECOG because of the receipt of the CWFCP grant to finance the Sanitary Sewer Collection System Project. SECOG will provide administrative assistance in preparation of documents and reports, technical assistance and liaison functions. Compensation to SECOG for this assistance shall be in the amount of a one-time cost of $3000. On a motion by Lund and a second by VanZee, the agreement was approved. Motion carried with all present members voting aye. 

Stockwell Engineers was not present for discussion. 

Department Reports
Finance Officer: This year, any appeals on property taxes may be accepted until March 17th. With that, the local Board of Equalization will change their meeting to be held on Tuesday, March 22, 2016 at 7pm to hear any appeals to property taxes. Please contact the finance office to reserve a meeting time.

Siemonsma also presented the council with the water loss totals for 2015. Metered water usage will be done immediately so a better idea of actual loss can be determined. Follow up information will be held at a later date for review and discussion after all the meters are installed. 
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and current payroll were approved on a motion by Lund and a second from Schmeichel. Motion passed with all members voting aye.
