The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Tuesday, February 13, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:01pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund Heather Van Zee, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Mike Hars, Erin Konechne and Fred Konechne. 
Request from Schultz to amend the agenda to add office space for city hall under old business item e and Clear Lake Township HCC usage under new business item d. Request from Beaner to add Mike Hars from Sheehan Mac under open discussion. Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Lund. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve January 22, 2018 minutes was made by Lund and seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.
Open Discussion: Mike Hars with Sheehan Mac/TranSource Truck & Equipment presented pay loader purchase and lease options. Discussion on bids, price, lease options, value and status of the town’s current pay loader. Board requested further information and details on the possibility of renting the pay loader. Beaner will follow up. 
Natural Gas Board: No report 
Planning Commission: Planning and Zoning will meet on February 26 at 6pm. SECOG will be attending the meeting to continue to work on updating planning and zoning regulations. The Planning and Zoning Board is requested that several Town Board members attend that meeting as well.  
Old Business: Resolution 18-04 was presented. 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The Humboldt sign was discussed. Advertising sponsorship letters went to local businesses last week. The Town Board requested that Humboldt businesses get first right to advertise on the sign. Schultz will continue to work with the businesses and Signarama. 

Because Humboldt has a nuisance assessment recorded at the county on the old Interactive building, the sheriff’s department serviced notice papers to the town last week. Due to past due taxes, the county has begun the process to become the owner of the property. Schultz has been in contact with the attorney and will continue to follow up.

The lease on the current City Hall will end on 7/31/18. Discussion on short term and long-term plans. The Town Board would like to visit with Heath and Monie Siemonsma at the next meeting about their office space. The possibility of purchasing land on Main Street was also discussed. Budget, long range planning and options for City Hall will be discussed at the next meeting. Per the city attorney, a 30-day notice is required to terminate the lease. Motion by Schmeichel and second by Muth to give 30-day notice of lease termination. All aye, motion carried.
New Business: The West Central School District would like to have an employee event at HCC. They requested to have the rental fee waived. Discussion on HCC up keep and utility costs. Motion by Lund and second by Van Zee to allow West Central school to use HCC with no fee. 3 ayes, 1 abstain and 1 no. Motion carried.
Equalization appeals may be accepted through March 15th and the Board of Equalization meetings are to be scheduled during the week of March 19th. Motion by Van Zee to set the Humboldt Equalization meeting as March 20th was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. Schultz will contact the West Central School District and ask that a school board member be present. Time and location of the meeting will be set at the March 12th Town Board meeting.

WCBA would once again like to run the purchase of a new scoreboard through the city as to save sales tax. WCBA does fully reimburse the city for the cost. Motion by Lund, second by Muth to allow the transaction. All aye, motion carried. 
Clear Lake Township has asked to hold their equalization meeting at HCC with the fee waived. Discussion around waiving fees and the use of HCC. Motion by Lund was seconded by Schmeichel to allow Clear Lake Township to use HCC without a fee. All aye, motion carried. Donations would be accepted and appreciated for these events where the rental fee is waived. 
Department Reports: 
Sherriff Department: 49.40 hours in January 2018.

Streets: Discussion about new lights on Main Street. Siemonsma Electric has been contacted and is looking into the replacement.
Sewer: Discussion of city owned land around lagoons. Research on mulch area and rubble site on that land to get it farther away from the lagoons.  
Utility Manager: Photos presented on door/tile repair needed at HCC. Discussion on upkeep of the building, gutters, concrete and other repairs needed. Beaner will contact Petri Construction for an estimate on the gutters. Motion by Lund was seconded by Schmeichel to proceed with the north HCC door replacement. All aye, motion carried. 

Baseboard around HCC’s large room was discussed. Bearner will research and follow up with the board. The lights in the Legion’s room should be replaced as well. Beaner will work with Siemonsma Electric on a bid. 

It was noted that the AED in HCC has expired. Schultz spoke with Susan Shumaker and she was going to contact the Heart Hospital for a lower cost option. Cleaning of HCC was discussed.
Finance Officer: 

Large outstanding utility bills were discussed. The Town Board would like to waive a portion or all of those fees to make it more attractive for people to purchase homes in Humboldt. The Town Board will need to consult with the Natural Gas Board on how to move forward and what their thoughts are on these balances.
Discussion on continuing to charge utilities after disconnection. The board requested Schultz to draft a resolution for the next meeting to cease charging water and sewer 3 months after disconnection. 

Currently Schultz is not an authorized signer on the SD FIT fund accounts. Because this fund is owned by the Town of Humboldt and is tied to the city’s bank account, the service administrator at SD FIT advised to have Schultz added as soon as possible. This was also a recommendation by the city attorney. There is no dual signature capability for transactions with the SD FIT system. Read only access is an option. Motion by Van Zee was seconded by Griepp to add Schultz as an authorized signer on the SD FIT fund. 4 ayes, 1 abstain. Motion carried. Discussion of funds in the SD Fit and better utilizing that fund. 
Discussion on reports from Banyon that the board would like to see. Request to bank account and FIT Fund account balances presented at meetings.

Dave Rieck is requesting a refund for an over payment on a utility bill in January 2017. Information was presented. Request to have Schultz review disbursements from that timeframe to insure it wasn’t already refunded. Schultz will follow up.

Membership requests were reviewed. Motion by Lund was seconded by Van Zee to approve the South Dakota Association of Rural Water Systems membership. All aye, motion carried.

Discussion on domesticated pets in town. A person inquired about moving to Humboldt with a pot belly pig. The pig is domesticated. Board feels as long as it is domesticated and licensed it would be allowed within the pet ordinance. 

On February 7th Schoenfish and Associates were on site to perform the Annual Review. They reported that things looked consistent with previous years. Annual Review report should be received by the end of February. Schultz will report to the Town Board in March. Discussion on conversations with the Department of Legislative Audit. Schultz will follow up. Discussion on paying down debt and the 2017 year end balances. Schultz is also working with the county and the attorney on the Washington Street Assessment for 2019. 
Claims: Payroll, bills and financials were reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. HBC still has the former FO listed as the contact. Schultz will update.  Motion by Griepp to approve was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. 

Request to put Main Street land purchase on the next agenda. Also rental of pay loader was requested to be researched. 
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:35pm on a motion by Van Zee and a second from Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
