Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, February 26, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 6:57pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Erin Konechne, Brenda Haviland, Heath Siemonsma, Monie Siemonsma and Dave Rieck. Heather Van Zee was absent with cause.
Request from Schultz to amend the agenda to add Annual Report and election update under Finance Officer. Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve February 13, 2018 minutes was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Open Discussion: The Town Board was saddened to hear about the passing of Heather Van Zee’s sister. Schultz will send a gift to the prayer service and funeral on behalf of the town board.
Natural Gas Board: President Brenda Haviland presented the Natural Gas Board update. Public awareness, employee assistance program, and replacing Boll upon his retirement were discussed. The Natural Gas Board would like to open their own separate bank account. Haviland and Elko will be reviewing November and December 2017 billing on March 3rd. Natural Gas board will continue to charge fees to properties with disconnected services. A fines and fees resolution was passed at the last meeting. SDRS for Boll was discussed. At 7:05 city attorney, Patrick Glover joined the meeting via conference call. Discussion on retirement. Schultz will follow up with Glover and report back. In depth discussion on opening of separate gas board bank account. Haviland requested a joint meeting between PUC, natural gas board, town board and Patrick Glover. Powers of each board was discussed as was the prudent use of city funds.
Planning Commission: Planning and Zoning met on February 26 at 6pm. SECOG attended and they continued to work on updating planning and zoning regulations. 
Old Business: City Hall options were discussed. Purchase, renting and utilizing HCC were reviewed. Schultz presented historic expenses on the current City Hall as well as historic expenses and revenue and HCC. Discussion on the agreement with Siouxland Libraries and rental of MHS office space. Schultz will check with Glover about early termination of city hall lease. Go forward plan will be to vacate the current city hall on July 31st, 2018. A timeline was presented and Schultz requested that due to natural gas also currently using City Hall for office space, that board members be present for the transition. 
The Town Board will sit as the Review Board of Equalization on March 20th, 2018, 7pm at City Hall. Appeals need to be received by March 15, 2018.
There will be no general election as no nominating petitions were filed by the February 23rd, 2018 deadline. The general election is canceled.
Special elections and the circulation of petitions were discussed. 

New Business: The 2018 Community Garden was discussed. There will be a garden again this year. Schultz will put details in the monthly newsletter.
Department Reports: 
Streets: Pay loader options were discussed. More follow up is needed.

Replacement street lights and the installation of new lights bids at HCC were presented. Beaner will follow up with Sioux Valley Energy for rebate options. Motion by Griepp to approve both improvements done by Siemonsma Electric was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
Water: Beaner has been identifying and mapping fire hydrants in town. Improvements, number of hydrants and upcoming projects were discussed. 

Finance Officer: 

Large outstanding utility bills were discussed. Discussion on continuing to charge utilities after disconnection. Resolution 18-05 was presented. Motion by Schmeichel to approve was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.

After said three (3) months and 30-day payment deadline, no further water or sewer charges will be placed on the account.
