The Humboldt City Board met in (rescheduled) regular session on Thursday, March 28th, 2024 at the Humboldt Community Center. Agenda Approval: A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve the March 28th, 2024 agenda. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. Motion carried. 
Minutes:  The minutes for the March 11th, 2024  meetings were reviewed. A motion was made by Bailey-Froke and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: O’Gorman indicated the Dave Derschen had contacted her about the Lottery License bill he had received. 
Public Hearing: The public hearing for the Conditional Use application for the St. Ann’s Cemetery to allow a cemetery in a R-Residential District. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve the Conditional Use Application. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried.

New Business: The quote for IT services from Raztech was submitted for review. After review and discussion, Raztech will be asked to attend the April 8th meeting. Larry and Julia Skari, Eric Svenson and Shianne Teas were all present to discuss East 5th Ave. Due to the fiber optic and other construction happening on that street, the street has deteriorated. The residents on 5th Ave would like to have something done to improve it. Asphalt, asphalt with curb and gutter, calcium chloride and crushed asphalt were all option presented by the Engineer and the Utility Man. Beaner will get quotes for crushed asphalt. Two resolutions 03-25-2024-CW and 03-25-2024-DW were submitted for approval. The resolutions are for the authorization for the issuance and sale of revenue bonds for the 2nd phase of the payment request for the Phase III sewer and street project. A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Gambs to approve the resolution 03-25-2024-CW. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. Motion carried. A motion was made by Gambs and seconded by Bailey-Froke to approve resolution 03-25-2024-DW. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. Motion carried. Sean Hegyi was present to submit a rough draft of an ordinance regarding campers. Discussion was held and the recommended revisions will be made.  
Department Reports:

HCC:  The flooring company will be coming back to put on a Top Coat. If that does not fix the problem, they will be redoing the floors.

Streets: A quote from ELAN for a digital speed detector company was submitted for review. Water: The letters have been sent out for the Lead Pipe Survey. They are slowly being returned. Beaner is waiting for quotes on replacing the lid on the water tower and having it repainted.  
Sewer: Jon Fischer was present to discuss the Phase III Sewer and Street project. It was going well till the snow storm hit. Should be back on track next week. The quote for the generators for the sewer lift stations were discussed. Beaner indicated that if the board only wants to get one for the west lift station the quote from Siemonsma Electric would be cut in half. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to purchase a generator for the West Lift station in the amount of $11,767.00. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. Motion carried.
Finance Officer:  The documents for the Annual Report have been submitted to the auditors. The FO is working on the documentation for the 2022-2023 audit.
