Town Board Minutes
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Humboldt Town board met in regular session on Monday, March 10th, 2014.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ritchy Griepp at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Adam Lund and Allen Schmeichel.  Matt Sieverding was absent.  Others present were Steve Lias, Farmers Elevator; Kristine Basinger, Friendly’s; Daryl Sieverding, Kristie Ellis and Amanda Siemonsma.
The minutes from the February 24th, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members present voting yes. 
Basinger was here to discuss the transfer of the liquor license from Town & Country to Friendly’s. A motion for the transfer of the liquor license was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel. 
Lias was present to discuss the upcoming Farmer’s Elevator project. The new building project and scale were discussed as well as placement and footage. Digging and demo are set to begin in April 2014. 
Open discussion was then held.  Paint SD was discussed. 
The Equalization Meeting will be held as planned on Tuesday, March 18th at 7pm at the Finance Office. 
Old Business was brought up with no old business being discussed. 
Q125 was brought up with no new updates on the event to discuss. 
New business: Banyon Software was tabled until the next meeting on March 24th, 2014. 
Utility manager, Sieverding, discussed the HCC furnaces. Available grants might be available and Siemonsma will look into the availability of the grants and follow up.  A laptop specifically for NG training was discussed. The laptop will hold all the information learned at Natural Gas training sessions. 
Summer help was discussed. One application has been received.
One of the picnic shelters at Pressler Park will be torn down later this spring due to the unstable conditions. If there is a need to rebuild a shelter in its place, that will be reviewed when the time comes. There will still be 2 shelters available in the park. 
Verizon Wireless is looking at putting up a 300 foot voice & data tower in town to reduce the dropped calls in the area. They would rent the space for $400 per month with a minimum of renting for 20 years. They would also need a 20 foot easement for road access. They would also cover this expense.
New finance office hours were discussed. The office hours will change to 7:30am to 3:30pm Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Fridays. On Thursdays, the office will be open from 10:00am to 6:00pm. The new business hours will be in effect starting March 17th, 2014. 
Utility bills, late charges, overdue charges and past charges were discussed. The current total of overdue and late charges owed to the city is just under $18,000. Water will be shut off for residents that make no effort to pay. 
The bills, financials and payroll were submitted for approval. After review, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the bills, financials and payroll. Roll call was held. The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
With no further business, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 8:05 p.m. The motion carried. 
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
