Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, March 12, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:03pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund Heather Van Zee, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Forest Smith, Erin Konechne and Fred Konechne. 
Motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve February 26, 2018 minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth. Van Zee abstain, all aye, motion carried.
Open Discussion: Fred Konechne commented on the condition of 6th Ave. There has been settling over the winter. Beaner look into crack sealing 6th Ave this summer.  
Natural Gas Board: No report. The Town Board would like again to schedule a meeting with the Natural Gas board and the city attorney. At the request of the Natural Gas Board president, PUC will also be invited. To allow time to schedule, Schultz will inquire about dates for all parties for a meeting later in April.   
Planning Commission: Planning and Zoning will meet on March 26 at 6pm. SECOG will be attending the meeting to continue to work on updating planning and zoning regulations. 
Old Business: 
The Equalization meeting has been set as Tuesday, March 20th, 7pm at City Hall. All appeals need to be filed with Schultz by March 15th. Discussion on what should be requested of the homeowner to bring to the board meeting. Schultz will mail a letter and required forms to all who file an appeal.
The lease on the current City Hall will end on 7/31/18. Discussion on short term, long term plans, the use of HCC and the agreement with SiouxLand Libraries. Schultz will follow up with the city attorney. Request to continue HCC conversation under Dave Derschan in New Business. 

New Business: A resident has requested to have HCC opened up in the mornings to walk. Discussion on the use and how it would be opened and locked. Motion by Lund to allow HCC walking if the key is picked up and returned to City Hall the same day and if shoes are changed before walking was seconded by Muth. Van Zee no, all aye, motion carried. 
Forest Smith was present to discuss paying for water and sewer at an unoccupied home. Motion by Griepp to waive disconnection fee and discontinue charging Smith’s unoccupied home for water and sewer was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. 
Dave Derschan was present to discuss the City Hall transition and his proposals for the city. He proposed moving the liquor license from HCC to his south Main property, moving City Hall into HCC prior to the end of the current City Hall lease. Also proposed was a property swap. Derschan has purchased the small building next to Garrey’s Garage and he would like to swap the city that building for the museum building next to his bar. Derschan shared that he has purchased the current City Hall and will be closing in May. Much discussion on options and the timeline. Further research and discussion needs to take place. Schultz will follow up and put the topic on the next meeting’s agenda.    
Department Reports: 
Sherriff Department: 44.21 hours in February 2018.

Streets: Payloader options were presented. Motion by Griepp to table further discussions until the 2019 budget process was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.
Water: There have been some reports of water pressure issues.
Sewer: Manhole clean outs were discussed. Beaner will research options.  
Utility Manager: Beaner requested that the city consider purchasing a new laptop for the utility manager. Beaner will price out options and bring back to the next board meeting.
Finance Officer: 

Resolution 18-05 was discussed. Because of the software limitations, water and sewer only charges cannot be stopped systemically after 3 months of disconnection of services. Because water, sewer and gas are billed together it is an ‘all or nothing’ change. Natural Gas board does not agree with the resolution. Motion by Schmeichel to resend Resolution 18-05 was seconded by Muth. Griepp opposed, all aye, motion carried. 
Large outstanding utility bills were discussed. 3 properties in town still have large balances. Schultz presented amounts. All agreed that waiving of fees should be done on a case by case basis. 
Rieck refund was discussed. $20.31 for water and sewer was processed in this month’s claims. Rieck will need to appeal to the Natural Gas board for the remainder of the refund.

2017 Annual Review was reported. It has been submitted to the Department of Legislative Audit and published in the newspaper. 

Per SDRS and follow up with the city attorney, it is the town board’s decision to include Boll from the civil service system. Motion by Lund, second by Van Zee to exclude Boll from SDRS. All aye, motion carried.
Claims: Payroll, bills and financials were reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion by Schmeichel to approve was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 

Request to put spring clean-up days on the next agenda. 
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:08pm on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
