Humboldt City Council Meeting  
March 24, 2014 7:00 pm

The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, March 24, 2014 at Humboldt City Hall.  Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel, Adam Lund and Matthew Sieverding.  Both Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel.  
A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on March 10, 2014 with the addition of the carried motion transferring the liquor license from Town & Country to Friendly’s. The equalization meeting minutes from March 18th were also approved. The motion carried with 4 aye votes and one member abstaining. 
Department Reports:
Fire Department – NA
Natural Gas – Doug Stark from CenterPoint Energy will be visiting on April 10th. 
Sheriff – 43.69 hours were logged in the city for the month of February.
Utility Manager – Sieverding is proceeding to purchase a laptop specifically for natural gas training purposes. No chip seal will be applied to city streets this year. Concentration will be applied to asphalting certain streets and applied to the sewer project. Research is currently being done on receiving grants for the sewer project. Nick Schumaker will be hired on this summer for 20-30 hours per week. 
Finance Officer – Siemonsma informed the council on her visit to Colton to view the new Banyon Software system. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the purchase of the Banyon software. The motion carried will all members voting aye. The finance office email address will change effective immediately with the old email address still being live for 2 weeks. The new address is amanda.siemonsma@humboldtsd.com. An update to the finance office IT equipment was discussed and the contract is under review for renewal and updates. The city clean-up day was discussed. After much discussion, the event will be held the first weekend in May and will also include a swap meet at the HCC. The specifics of the event will be published and can be viewed at City Hall. City Hall will be closed June 11-13 for Finance Officer training. 
The meeting was adjourned at 8:15pm on a motion from Griepp and a second from Muth.
