The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, March 26, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Erin Konechne, Fred Konechne, Brenda Haviland, Dave Derschan, Tim Even and Mark Idecker. Heather Van Zee and Adam Lund were absent with cause.
Request from Schultz to amend the agenda to change 2/26/2018 minutes to 3/12/2018 minutes and add 3/20/18 Equalization and 3/20/2018 Special Session minutes to the agenda. Also, Schultz requested to add April 2nd holiday and DENR March 27, 2018 meeting to the agenda under Finance Officer.  Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve 3/12/2018 minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. Minutes from the 3/20/2018 meetings will need to be approved at the next meeting due Muth abstain and lack of quorum. Schultz will add those minutes to the next agenda.
Natural Gas Board: President Brenda Haviland presented the Natural Gas Board update. It has been reported that it appears that people other than city employees are walking close to houses and meters. With the recent break-ins homeowners should be aware. Topics discussed at the Natural Gas monthly meeting included: Rieck’s requested refund, Q3 contract, Natural Gas employee computer, loss of therms and timely payments from renters. An employee assistance program has been looked into. Board Member Froke will research partnering with the Fire Department on this program. Beaner is researching the cost of Natural Gas auto readers. A rate analysis is still being researched. As is a separate Natural Gas bank account. 

The Natural Gas board is moving forward with hiring their own attorney. They have selected the attorney that represents Watertown. A joint Town Board/Natural Gas Board meeting will take place later in April with each board’s attorney present and possibly the PUC. 

Planning Commission: Planning and Zoning met on March 26 at 6pm. SECOG attended and they continued to work on updating planning and zoning regulations. 
Old Business: City Hall options were discussed. HCC options were reviewed. Repurposing the small room into City Hall is a viable option. Discussion with the Fire Department about options for space for their annual fund raiser. Request to visit HCC after the meeting to understand the space better.
Discussion on the museum. The board does not intend to sell the museum at this time. Request from Derschan to move the liquor license from HCC to the volleyball courts. That request is tabled until next meeting.

The Main Street Humboldt Bar is requesting 6 spots along the top of the new Humboldt sign. Adding space if needed is an option. Local businesses are given first placement. Schultz will reach out to businesses who have expressed an interest. 

Motion by Muth to allow Main Street Humboldt Bar to obtain 6 ad spots on the top of the Humboldt sign was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 

No election will take place in Humboldt. Discussion on May board appointments.
New Business: Spring clean up day was discussed. Schultz will work with Cressman or Addy to bring in dumpsters. The first weekend in May is the preferred date. 
The Girl Scouts have requested the use of HCC for their upcoming dance. Discussion on fee for usage for these types of events. Motion by Griepp to allow the Girl Scouts free use of HCC for their May 5th dance was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
The American Legion sincerely apologized for changing the date of their meeting and not informing the city. Schultz also reported that the Clear Lake Township donated $100.00 for the use of HCC.
Department Reports: 
Streets: Discussion on oiling Ford Street and also shaping the ditch. Beaner shared an update on street lights in town. Reports of pot holes along 4th Ave. Discussion of gutter and culvert clean outs.
Water: Beaner reported on the leak that happened last Wednesday. Discussion about water lines being ran up to the ball fields. Beaner will follow up.

Sewer: Discussion about sewer lines being ran too up to the ball fields. Beaner is researching a jetter.
Utility Manager: Beaner presented options for the purchase of a computer. Motion by Schmeichel to approve the purchase was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.  

Discussion on spring/summer hours for part time parks employee. He will be helpful to have back to transition out of City Hall. Once the shipping container is in place and ready for contents, Beaner will follow up.
Finance Officer: City Hall will be closed on Monday, April 2nd as the Governor has declared it an administrative holiday. 
On Tuesday, March 27th the DENR will be in session to recommend and approve clean water and drinking water funding packages. Schultz will attend the hearing along with Jon Fischer from Stockwell Engineers.
Claims: Payroll was presented. Motion by Griepp to approve was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:18pm and moved to HCC. 

Discussion at HCC about small room options. No motions were made. No votes taken.

Motion by Griepp and a second from Muth to adjourn at 8:55pm. All aye, motion carried.
