  Humboldt City Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, April 22nd, 2024 at the Humboldt Community Center. President Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm with the following members present for roll call:  Ritchy Griepp, Kelly O’Gorman,  Amber Bailey-Froke, Theresa Muth and Julian Gambs.  Kristie Ellis and Mike Beaner were present for personnel. Others present were Kristi Gambs, Sean Hegyi, Jay Gunderson, Forest Smith, Todd Holter, Dan Kippley and Tom Schartz.   

Agenda Approval: A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to amend the agenda to add the temporary malt beverage license approval for the Woodducks under Malt Beverage Licenses and approve the April 22nd, 2024 agenda. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. Motion carried. 
Minutes:  The minutes for the April 8th, 2024  meetings were reviewed. A motion was made by Bailey-Froke and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: Sean Hegyi was present to answer questions on squatters. Dan Kippey handed out a pamphlet to all present regarding his candidacy for County Commissioner. The election is June 4th, 2024.
Old Business: Charles Jacobsen was unable to attend the meeting to discuss the possible purchase of part of his land.  The purchase of buildings for a new maintenance shop was discussed. Forest Smith and Jay Gunderson had several questions regarding the purchase of the building. President Griepp stated the purchase is still in the negation stages and nothing has been signed yet. Sean Hegyi submitted the revised Ordinance on Recreational Vehicles. After discussion additional revisions were requested. The ordinance will be on the next agenda.  
New Business: The property at 312 S Madison was discussed. The lending bank would like a letter stating the stipulations of the encroachment of the garage.  The garage encroaches 2 feet and 3 inches into the alley.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by O’Gorman to send a letter to First Premier Bank stating that the encroachment into the alley is acceptable, but if the building is ever taken down, all of the current residential set back will be met. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. The regular meetings scheduled for May 13th and May 27th need to be rescheduled. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Bailey-Froke to reschedule the meetings to Tuesday May 14th  and May 28th, 2024. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. Mike Beaner and the Town of Humboldt have both received Achievement awards for the Public Water System. Abatement 2024-0135 was submitted for approval. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve the abatement. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. The Gangster Casino Lottery License fees have been resolved. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve the Malt Beverage license for the Gangster Casino. Roll call was held with O’Gorman abstaining and all other members voting aye. The motion carried. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the Malt Beverage license for Friendly’s Fuel Stop. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. A motion was by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the Temporary Liquor License for the Woodducks for the May 4th, 2024 Canaries Game. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve the Malt Beverage license to Big J’s Roadhouse. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. 

Department Reports:  
HEDC: Tom Schartz was present to give an update on the HEDC. Tom has spoken to the City Attorney regarding the Interactive property. He indicated that the City Attorney is waiting for the final title work to move forward.
HCC:  The flooring at the HCC has been completed to the boards satisfaction. The bill will be approved with the bills. 
Planning and Zoning: The comprehensive plan public hearing has been moved to May 20th, 2024.
Natural Gas:  No report.

Parks/Baseball Diamonds: Mike indicated that the concrete and shade structure would be about $28,000.00. Mike got a new quote for the lighting at diamond E for the LWCF grant and it went up $24,000.00.
Streets:  Crushed asphalt and dust control for 5th Ave and East 2nd Ave were discussed. After discussion a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve the $7,500.00 quote for dust control from Bumble Bee. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. 

Water: MAP’s funding for the replacement of the water tower was discussed. After discussion a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve the painting and lid repair for the water tower in the amount of $44,320.00. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. 
Sewer: No report.
Finance Officer:  Revize agreement has been sent to the attorney for review. Ordinances have been sent to American Legal to start the codification process. Two applications have been received for the part time office help position. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to contact the two applicants for interviews at the next meeting. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried.
