The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, April 9th, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. Request from Schultz to amend the agenda to add sheriff under department reports item f. Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve March 20th, 2018 Equalization minutes was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel. Muth abstained. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve March 20th, 2018 Special Session minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by Lund. Muth abstained. All aye, motion carried.

Motion to approve March 26th, 2018 meeting minutes was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel. Van Zee and Lund abstained. All aye, motion carried.

Open Discussion: Discussion on the community garden plot sizes. Lund will follow up. Cost of the remaining Humboldt 100-year book set at $40.00
Natural Gas Board: No report.

Joint meeting discussed. Schultz will work with all involved to schedule. Glover presented information about the Natural Gas board obtaining their own bank account and lawyer. Gas loss, Natural Gas Board powers and rates were discussed.  
Planning Commission: No report.  
Old Business: Glover presented information about the HCC liquor license and the temporary/special events licenses needed going forward if the HCC liquor license transfer to the Humboldt Bar volleyball court is approved. Derschan will need to apply for the transfer of locations and insure that alcohol is stored and contained in a building on the property. City Hall transition is ongoing. The shipping container has been delivered. Discussion of city owned property in City Hall and HCC small room repurpose. No further events will be scheduled in the small room after the graduations currently scheduled in May. Once all events are complete then work on the new City Hall in the small room can begin. Local contractors will be contacted for bids. Request to have city buy materials on their own to cut down costs. A supplemental budget will most likely be needed for 2018 with the repairs to HCC and City Hall transfer.
New Business: Information on Ford Street needed repairs and drainage was presented. Beaner and Kistler will follow up on what can be done to improve the road.
Department Reports: 
Streets: Payloader purchase agreement, bid options and price increase was presented. Glover advised on language changes.
Sewer: Beaner is still looking into a jetter.  

Utility Manager: Lighting along Main Street and the ability to hang Christmas lights is being researched by Beaner.
Due to conflicts in schedules, Spring Clean Up will now be May 12th.

Beaner presented bids on new gutters for HCC. Motion by Schmeichel to accept bid from Advantage Seamless Gutters was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.

Water issues on Main Street has been brought up by a resident. Jon Fischer from Stockwell Engineers will be at the next meeting to discuss.
Finance Officer: 

Schultz presented an update from the DENR funding meeting on March 27th.  This funding is for the second phase of the town’s sewer project and new water meters with automatic read. Fischer will attend the next Town Board meeting to discuss both projects and funding more in depth. SECOG has extended an invitation to the board for their 2018 Resource Fair. Discussion on Street Improvement Bonds, Series 2005 was discussed. Glover and Schultz will follow up.
Sherriff Department: 48.65 hours in March 2018.

At 9:17pm a motion by Van Zee to exit Executive Session was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. No votes or decisions made during Executive Session.
