Humboldt City Council Meeting  
April 14, 2014 7:00 pm

The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 14, 2014 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel, Adam Lund and Matthew Sieverding.  Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel.  Gabe Laber was present from Stockwell Engineering. Others present were Tom Sieverding, Lisa Bowen, Dave Derschan, Clare Grant, Nolan and Heather Fischer, Harvey Schumaker and Adam Travis. 
A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on March 24, 2014. The motion carried with 4 members voting aye and 1 abstaining. 
Humboldt’s Q125 celebration was discussed in open discussion with much talk about the events planned. Lisa and Tom informed the council of the vendors that are planned for the day. The vendors coming to town are to purchase a peddler’s license from City Hall and are to provide their own carts. The vendors will be advised to set up where they deem fitting, but not to interfere with or intercept local business sales. The full schedule of events can be viewed on Humboldt’s website or picked up at Sieverding Insurance. 
Also in open discussion was the topic of Humboldt Clean Up Day. The date of the event has changed to May 10th. Specifics can be viewed at City Hall or in the Humboldt Journal. 
The speed limit on Ford Street has changed because of the numerous complaints from community members. Quoting attendees Nolan and Heather Fischer, “It is a huge problem in the town. The speed and the traffic on the road are increasing and with all the children in the neighborhood, it is no longer safe.” More discussion and experiences were discussed supporting this, therefore; stop signs will be put up on the intersections of 5th Ave & Ford St and 6th Ave & Ford St. The council has also ordered that dips be dug into the road to deter drivers from running the stops signs and speeding. The dust level from the traffic speed in the summer due to the baseball season is also being addressed and a calcium chloride solution has been ordered to be put on the road. 
Department Reports:
Fire Department – NA
Natural Gas – Doug Stark from CenterPoint Energy visited. Information was discussed on the splitting cost of the pipeline. 
Sheriff – 46.05 hours were logged in the city for the month of February.
Utility Manager – Verizon Wireless returned on a visit to Humboldt to proceed with the interest in putting up a data tower in the area. 
Daryl is looking into new bleachers to be put up at the ball diamonds. He will research a few different options and present them to the council for decision at the next meeting. 
Gabe Laber presented to the council the option to complete a sanitary sewer study.  The existing sanitary sewer is clay lines and we are experiencing a large amount of infiltration.  We are also having troubles with tree roots growing in the joints of the pipe and causing back-ups.  The study will provide Humboldt with a plan to upgrade our sanitary sewer infrastructure to current standards. The cost for the study is $8,000.  We are asking East Dakota Water Development District to cover half of the cost or $4,000. Schmeichel made a motion to go ahead with the study and was seconded by Lund. The motion carried with all members voting aye.  

Finance Officer – Siemonsma would like to hold community movie nights in the Community Center on some Friday nights when the center is not rented out. More details will be available as more of a plan is finalized. 

After May 2014, the monthly newsletter will not be sent out with the monthly utility bills and will only be available for pick up at the City Hall. Pertinent information will be printed directly on the utility bills. The marquee will also be changing more frequently. 
The Humboldt website was discussed with more research and/or training needing to be done to keep the site more up to date. 

A motion was made by Griepp to approve all claims in the amount of $103,324.01.  The motion was seconded by Schmeichel and carried with 4 members voting aye and 1 abstaining.
