The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, May 8th, 2023 at the Humboldt Community Center. Agenda Approval: A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Bailey-Froke to add Dave Derschen’s building permit after Conditional Use Permit and change the minutes date to April 24th, 2023 and approve the agenda. 
Minutes:  The Minutes for the April 24th, 2023 meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Muth  and seconded by Gambs to approve the minutes. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried.

Public Hearing: The public hearing was held for the Conditional Use Permit for Dave Derschen to allow a camp site at 111 W 3rd Ave. The planning and zoning recommended approval. After discussion, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Dave Derschen. Roll call was held with Griepp, Muth, Gambs and Bailey-Froke voting aye and O’Gorman abstaining. The building permit to move the shower and bathrooms from 122 S Main St. to 111 W 3rd Ave was submitted for approval. The planning and zoning board recommended approval. A motion was made by Bailey-Froke and seconded by Griepp to approve the building permit for the showers and bathrooms at 111 W 3rd Ave. Roll call was held with Griepp, Muth, Gambs and Bailey-Froke voting aye and O’Gorman abstaining.   
Old Business: The Summer Event at the park and Main Street Days were discussed. Beaner indicated that IF the street project is started on Ford Street before the Summer Event and Main Street days, the car show may have to be relocated so that Main Street can remain open because there is a baseball tournament that weekend as well. Shouse’s were also discussed.

Roll call was held with Muth, Gambs, Griepp and Bailey-Froke voting aye and O’Gorman abstaining. The motion carried. A motion was made by Gambs and seconded by Griepp to approve MARCO’s proposal for a new copier. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve increasing the fines for Curfew, Dogs Running at Large and Fireworks to $75.00. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried. Budget training will be June 28th, 2023 in Sioux Falls. It is $30.00 per person. The finance officer will need a list of who is able to attend. Selling beer at the park for the summer event was discussed. A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Gambs to approve the City selling beer at the park on July 8th, 2023. Roll call was held with Muth, Gambs and Bailey-Froke voting aye and Griepp and O’Gorman voting no. The motion carried. A motion was by Muth and seconded by Bailey-Froke to approve having the President and Finance Officer sign the CW Bond for the Sanitary Sewer Project. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried. A motion was by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve having the President and Finance Officer sign the DW Bond for the Sanitary Sewer Project. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. The motion carried.
