Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, May 9, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee, Theresa Muth and Allen Schmeichel. Mike Beaner and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel.
The agenda was amended to add SD Health Pool as a topic of discussion along with adding in discussion on summer help wages. The revised agenda was approved and adopted on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth. Motion carried.
A motion made by Muth seconded by VanZee to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on April 25, 2016 was made. Motion carried. 
Open Discussion: Mike Garrey was present to ask about getting a quit claim deed from Humboldt Economic Development to Mike and Margaret Garrey needed for the empty lot to the south of the old hardware store. Garrey will work with Siemonsma and the city attorney to file the appropriate paperwork needed to obtain the quit claim deed. 
Kennel licenses were also discussed. Siemonsma was approached about obtaining a kennel license within city limits. More information and discussion will be held at the next meeting. 
Business: Heath Siemonsma was present to ask about allowing temporary campers park in the lot at Town & Country store. Issues about utilities, security, safety, and zoning regulations were discussed in short detail. It was recommended by the town board to hold a meeting with the planning and zoning board first to determine the eligibility of even having a temporary camping site allowed within city limits. Siemonsma will set the meeting with the P&Z board for further discussion. Jesse Travis was also present with the same questions about the temporary camping sites in addition to turning the campsites into a more permanent location for campers on his lot to the west of the bank. These issues will first be heard by the P&Z Board. 

Building inspector: Paul Clarke was present to discuss the changes between the 2015 ICC Codes and the 2009 codes which Humboldt is currently enforcing. Clarke needs to get in front of the P&Z Board to discuss the adoption of the 2015 codes. He will visit the next P&Z meeting in June. Clarke also spoke on the code enforcement for property maintenance that is being carried out in Humboldt. The property maintenance codes are being enforced and will continue to be monitored in efforts to comply with property maintenance codes. Humboldt will be getting tough with these codes and if properties are found faulting on the codes, Humboldt will enforce violations and they will be acted upon. 

Clean up day efforts will look at being changed going forward. Siemonsma will check with Hartford to see the specifications needed to change to the ticket system from the SF Landfill. Annual wide cleanup has been going on for quite a few years now and with the changing of times, it is due for something new to keep better control over city cleanup. Beaner will build a drop off bin for aluminum cans to set behind the city shop. Residents are welcome to drop off unwanted aluminum in the bin. Proceeds from the aluminum will be decided at a later time. More information and discussion will be held at the next meeting. 


Stockwell Engineers were not present but the bid opening on the sewer project will be on May 19th at city hall at 2pm. Stockwell should be able to advise the TB on awarding a bid at the next meeting. 


Humboldt/Hartford area transit is still available for transportation needs in the area. Those interested in riding the transit are encouraged to call. The transit is available for transportation needs for young and old alike to places like doctor appointments, swimming lessons, grocery shopping, dining out, church, daycare, schools, sport practices, etc. The transit is available to all so please call. The transit would like to stay available to Humboldt therefore utilization is key. 


SECOG passed along information about Lincoln and Minnehaha Counties are once again preparing for the five-year update to the Multi-Hazard Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan.  Part of this process involves seeking funding from FEMA through the State of South Dakota Office of Emergency Management. On a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel the plan was tabled until next meeting so there is more time to review the update and get any questions answered if necessary. 

Sealed bids for the Interactive Demo were publicly opened. After the opening and reading aloud of all bids, all bids were declined by the council on a motion by Muth and a second from Schmeichel. The council wishes to set aside more funding to complete the demolition. Motion carried.

On a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth, Mike Beaner was added to the SD Health Pool to receive 100% health insurance coverage. Motion carried. 
Department Reports:
Sheriff: 42.69 hours were logged in the city in the month of April. The full report is available at the Finance office. 
Utility Manager: Beaner gave the city utilities report to the council. Future projects to be completed will be painting street lines, dust control on city roads and possible chip sealing. 
Using the city mosquito fogger at Montrose was discussed. In the past, Humboldt was reimbursed by Montrose to perform the fogging for mosquitos. Because of the liability that could be held against Humboldt, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to discontinue the mosquito fogging for Montrose. Motion carried. 

The purchase of a washing machine to be kept at the city shop was discussed. Because of the responsibility of washing and drying all the new towels and rags from the HCC, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Lund to purchase a washing machine for that purpose, not to exceed $500. Motion carried. Beaner has a dryer that new fittings and cord will need to be purchased but a new dryer was not necessary. 
Finance Officer: On a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel summer wage for Dave Gilderhus was increased by $0.50 per hour. Motion carried. Siemonsma will update payroll information. Siemonsma presented the council with the monthly financials and receipts along with the current claims and payroll for the month. 
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and current payroll excluding James River Equipment claim were approved on a motion by Schmeichel seconded by VanZee. Motion carried.
