Dave Froke’s term on the Planning and Zoning board has expired. Motion by Muth to reappoint Froke to a 5-year term was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Natural Gas Board: Elko gave an update from the 5/21/18 Natural Gas Board meeting. Haviland was once again elected President and Elko was elected Vice President, however all Natural Gas Board members will rotate and report to the Town Board. Discussion on OQ personnel and building permits. Schultz requested all contracts and RFP’s that the Natural Gas Board enter into be on file at City Hall. 
Old Business: Schultz, Glover and Clarke are still working on notices to parties involved in the Interactive Building. Certified notice letters were sent last week and do not enter signs have been hung. It will continue to be monitored. 
The renderings of the new City Hall office space and materials list have been received. The Town Board would like to invite the same three contractors to adjust their bid and present them at the next meeting. A moving timeline is needed. Schultz will send out a survey to figure out a day for board assistance with the move. Signage and communication plans were discussed. 
New Business: Road improvements on Ford Street was discussed. Beaner will follow up with plans and material options. There have been complains about dust on Ford Street as sell. Beaner has discussed oiling the road with the Township. He will follow up in the fall. Trees in the ditch along Ford Street will be trimmed. 
The retaining wall at HCC is need of repair. Beaner will repair it and next year look at pouring cement behind the wall for a more permanent fix. He will also be more cautious when plowing the parking lot. 

Main Street Days will be held July 13th and 14th. Derschan is again requesting permission to close down part of Main Street for the street dance, car show and parade. The Town Board approved. 
Department Reports: 
Streets: Beaner will try to use the street sweeper near the Interactive Building to pick up roofing material that has blown off. Crack seal was discussed. Beaner will follow up.
Water: Owens is coming to inspect and clean the water tower next week. 
Sewer: Beaner did have to discharge the sewer ponds due to heavy rain. Again, we will remind residents that they need to unhook their sump pumps from the sewer. Discussion about moving the rubble site away from the sewer ponds. DENR has strongly recommended this. Further discussion at the next meeting.    

Utility Manager: Discussion about the park and options for future improvements. Schultz will add this topic to the list for budget discussions.
Finance Officer: A 10-year historic sales tax report was presented. LeAnn Kerzman from Midwest Assistance Program will be in the office this week to conduct a water and sewer rate study. 
Claims: Payroll and financials were reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion by Schmeichel to approve was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. 
The next regular Town Board meeting will be June 11th at 7pm. 
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:44pm on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Muth. All aye, motion carried.
