Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, June 25th, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Ritchy Griepp, Heather Van Zee and Adam Lund. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Capitan Michael Walsh, Erin Konechne and Lynn Froke. 
Schultz requested to add ‘Mosquito Grant’ under Finance Officer. Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Griepp and seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve June 11th, 2018 minutes was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
Open Discussion: Capitan Michael Walsh was present from the Minnehaha County Sherriff’s Department. He gave an overview of calls and citations for 2018 and 2017. Good conversation about crime, drugs and traffic issues in Humboldt. The Sherriff’s office would like to remind all residents to lock their cars and homes. Schultz will research grants for additional monitoring and safety equipment in town.  
Planning Commission: No report. Schultz gave the board updates from previous Planning and Zoning board meeting.  
Natural Gas Board: Froke gave the Natural Gas update on behalf of the Natural Gas Board. Employee assistance program, refund of late fees, employee report, supplier bids, rate analysis and loss report were items at the last board meeting. Attorney Patrick Glover had received a request to review the Natural Gas RFP. He wanted clarification from the Town Board before reviewing. Glover can review the RFP if his time is billed to Natural Gas.
Old Business: Interactive Building owner has been served proper notices as the certified mail was returned. Schultz will continue to work with Glover.
Discussion on the transition of City Hall. The board would like to see flooring samples. Sheetrock repair and painting of the large room was discussed. Beaner will follow up with bids. 
New dates for Main Street Days are July 6-8th.
New Business: A list will be started for surplus items in City Hall.

The library will have tutoring in the large room at HCC on Monday’s and Wednesday’s from July 9th-August 1st. They are aware of the construction and will be asked to clean up after themselves. 

Water and Sewer projects were discussed. As noted by Kerzman from MAP, the water and sewer rate analysis completed by Lund was thorough, equable and accurate to determine new water and sewer rates to meet DENR guidelines. The same rate analysis has been offered to the Natural Gas Board. DENR funding letter and updated water and sewer rate resolutions had their first reading. Motion by Lund to approve Resolution 18-11 was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried. Motion by Griepp to approve Resolution 18-10 was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. Motion by Lund to approve the Stockwell agreement for water meters was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried. Motion by Lund to approve DENR pledge for repayment letter was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Department Reports: 
Streets: Oiling and crack sealing will be completed once streets are dry. Beaner has swept roads in town.  
Water: Discussion on the auto read water meter project.
Sewer: Beaner has been cleaning out manholes. He is also monitoring leaks in the system. Beaner will follow up with Stockwell about getting that portion of the sewer line added to the next phase of the project. The pump for the lagoon is being repaired. Rubble site has been discussed and additional city land will be utilized to remove rubble site from sewer pond area. 
Utility Manager: Discussion on plastic recyclable collection for park improvements. Lund will follow up.
Finance Officer: Preliminary 2019 budget discussions. Schultz gave an update on the 2016-2017 audit. Full audit report will be available in a few weeks. Town Board requested that the formal audit report be a part of a board meeting. Schultz will follow up with Schoenfish. Humboldt has received $886 in Mosquito grant funding for 2018.
Claims: Payroll, bills and financials were reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion by Schmeichel to approve was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. 
The next regular Town Board meeting will be July 9th at 7pm. 
Persuant to SDCL 1-25-2, personnel matters, motion was made by Van Zee and seconded by Schmeichel to enter into Executive Session at 9:00pm. 
Motion by Griepp was seconded by Schmeichel to exit Executive Session at 9:44pm. No motions or votes were made in Executive Session. 

Motion by Van Zee to post the Finance Officer position immediately was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. 
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:47pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth. All aye, motion carried.
