Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, June 27, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Amanda Siemonsma was present for city personnel. Michael Beaner was absent with cause. Others present were Brenda Haviland, John Jarding, Dave Derschan, Justin Stofferahn, Joe York and Jon Fischer. 
The agenda was amended to add city hall office to the business to discuss. The revised agenda was approved and adopted on a motion by Muth and a second from VanZee. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Griepp seconded by Muth to accept the minutes for the regular meetings held on May 23, 2016 and June 13, 2016. Motion carried.
John Jarding was present to seek signatures from the council for the replat of the property they recently purchased from the Lutheran Church. Justin Stofferahn was present to represent the Lutheran Church and to provide his signature on the papers as well. Jarding will present the replat in front of the Planning and Zoning board at the next meeting for their approval. 
Business: Brenda Haviland was present to present the board with the Natural Gas report. As new board president, Haviland recapped the natural gas board meeting and discussed the current business of the gas system. 

Dave Derschan was present to discuss Main Street Days coming up. He asked for council approval for closing off Main Street for a few hours on Friday night for the street dance as well as a few hours on Saturday for the car show and parade. Seeing no issues with closing Main Street, council will allow the street to be closed off. Siemonsma will print the times in the newsletter so that residents are aware of the closing. 

Allowing chickens within city limits was discussed. Siemonsma presented the council with information from surrounding towns that allow chickens to better give the council an idea of what is being done. After some discussion, the council decided that chickens will be allowed within city limits. The limit on chickens allowed is set at six chickens but no roosters. Siemonsma will organize the information for the ordinance allowing chickens and present it at the next meeting for review and first reading.

HCC inventory and keys were discussed. The cost to add key codes or key cards to the center would be too great of an expense. Siemonsma will pursue other options and present them to the council. The inventory of items for the HCC will commence and a written record will be kept. 

Dustin Hansen from the Sioux Falls landfill informed Siemonsma of the requirements for Humboldt to be eligible for free landfill tickets. After some discussion, Siemonsma will design the tickets for Humboldt and send them for approval. The date of the tickets will be valid from August 1st through November 30th. Siemonsma will present the council with the tickets before distribution. 

The haying contract was received back from Jack Garry signed. Garry has mowed the property already this year and will continue to do so as needed as part of the contract. The contract will be kept on file at the Finance Office.  


Beaner made an aluminum can donation bin and placed it by the water tower. Residents are encouraged to donate their aluminum cans into the bin and all proceeds will be dedicated to City Park improvements. Currently Matthew Jensen is working on a sign for the bin stating its purpose as a recycling bin. 

Jon Fischer was present from Stockwell Engineers to inform the council of the happening from the preconstruction conference held earlier in the month. He further stated the project timeline and estimated starting date as July 5th. Fischer will be present in town throughout the project if anything was to arise or anyone has questions or concerns. 


A new city office was discussed. The current rental of the bank building is set to expire in June of 2017. Discussion of selling the museum was presented. The museum items could be placed in the new building should space allow. The funds from the sale would be put toward the cost of the building. The council would like to check into builders in the area so they have an idea of the availability. Council would like Siemonsma to check on governor’s homes as a possibility as well as using the library space in the HCC as an office. More information and discussion will be held at the next meeting. 
Department Reports:
Fire Department: After receiving the financials from the Fire Department, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to accept the 2016 Fire Department contract and provide the annual donation to the department in the amount of $15,450.00. Motion carried. 
Utility Manager: Beaner was absent with cause. Siemonsma presented the council with the bid and information for dust control from Environmental Dust Control. EDC will apply an oil base product to the gravel roads in town that is to minimize the dust for a couple years. Also, magnesium chloride will be applied to the roads as well. This product will need to be applied yearly. A motion was made by Lund seconded by Griepp to accept EDC’s bid for dust control for the total amount of $9083.19. Motion carried. Chip seal also needs to be done in town. Siemonsma will gather the budget numbers and present them at the next meeting to help determine how much chip seal the city can purchase. 

The council would like to send their sympathies to Mike Beaner and his family on the loss of his grandmother. On a motion by VanZee and a second from Lund, Siemonsma will send flowers to the family. Motion carried. 
Finance Officer: Siemonsma presented the council with the annual elected officer’s workshop dates. Lund, VanZee and Haviland would like to attend the conference. Since the conference in Pierre starts early in the morning, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to have the board members stay in a hotel room the night before the conference to be paid for by the city, along with the city paying the $50 registration fee for each member. Motion carried. 
Humboldt will begin its usual 2-year audit to begin on July 12th. Siemonsma will assist the auditors in providing them the information they need to complete the audit. 
Claims: City payroll was reviewed. On a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth, June 20th payroll was approved. Motion carried. 
Adjournment: With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:51pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth.
