The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, July 9th, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Ritchy Griepp, Heather Van Zee and Adam Lund. Glover shared information on the Open Public Discussion laws that went into effect on July 1st, 2018. Resolution 18-13 was presented. Slight wording changes were requested. Motion by Griepp to approve Resolution 18-13 with edits was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.

RESOLUTION 18-13

WHEREAS, the Town of Humboldt pursuant to SDCL 1-25-1, the Town Board sets aside a period of time at every meeting entitled Open Public Discussion at which any citizen may address the Board, and 

WHEREAS, it is appropriate for the town to have rules to govern Open Public Discussion, 

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Board of the Town of Humboldt, adopts the following rules for Open Public Discussion:  

1. At the opening of every meeting, fifteen minutes will be set aside to hear citizens who wish to address the Board.

2. No action will be taken during the meeting at which the item is presented; however, it may be placed on the agenda for a future meeting.  

3. Each person must identify himself or herself by name.

4. Each person may speak about any item of concern.

5. Each person may speak for a maximum of three minutes.

6. Each person may exceed the three-minute limit only by unanimous consent of the Town Board after the first three minutes have expired.

7. At the end of fifteen minutes, the public forum will be closed.

8. The Board President may, at his or her discretion, interrupt or terminate any testimony if a citizen becomes unruly or disruptive.

Schultz has received a request from a resident to have a small firework display on Saturday, July 14, 2018. Discussion on allowing. Motion by Muth to allow with a written permit and Hold Harmless agreement was seconded by Lund. 3 no, 2 yes. Motion failed.
Department Reports: 
Streets: Alleyways were discussed. There are manholes in alleyways in town that need to remain accessible. Property owners have planted trees and have built sheds encroaching on this alley way. Beaner will follow up with home owners and ask for them to be moved. 
Water: Hookup fees for new homes were discussed. Per Glover, for new services in town the home owner is responsible for the cost of the entire line—or trunk to trunk. For existing services, the city maintains the line from the curb stop to the main. 
Owens has provided the city with their written report. It was not in a printable file. Beaner will obtain another copy from Owens. Discussion on water tower upkeep. Beaner will follow up with Rural Water about their upcoming bid and see if Humboldt use piggyback on their bid.  
Sewer: Septic issues are an issue at the ball park. Beaner will follow up on water and sewer options. Schultz will follow up with Heumiller Septic to make them aware of the upcoming tournaments. 
Utility Manager: The rubble site will be moved away from the sewer lagoons. Discussion on the locking of regular monitoring of the rubble site. 
Finance Officer: For the next regular meeting, the Town Board will be working on the revenue portion of the 2019 budget.
Motion by Schmeichel to invest in an 18-month CD in the amount of one year’s worth sewer bond payment was seconded by Griepp. Lund abstained, all others aye, motion carried. Schultz will follow up.
Applications have been received for the Finance Officer position. Schultz will begin setting up interviews for Monday, July 16th. 

July 23rd’s regular Town Board meeting will also be a public hearing on Phase 1 of the sewer project and the assessment of the curb and gutter to property owners. Notices have gone out to property owners about the public hearing. 

Sherriff: 47.54 hours in June 2018. The National Night Out was discussed. Due to schedules and timing, this is something that may be planned next year.
Claims: Payroll, bills and financials were reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion by Schmeichel to approve was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried. 
The next regular Town Board meeting will be July 23rd at 7pm. 
Persuant to SDCL 1-25-2, personnel matters, motion was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth to enter into Executive Session at 9:15pm. All aye, motion carried.

Motion by Van Zee was seconded by Muth to exit Executive Session at 9:50pm. All aye, motion carried. No motions or votes were made in Executive Session. 

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:52pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth. All aye, motion carried.
