Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes
July 14, 2014 7:00 pm

The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, July 14, 2014 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:02pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel, Adam Lund and Matthew Sieverding. Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel.  Others present were Nolan and Heather Fischer, Chris and Nancy Korkow, Dave Rieck, Ginny Beck and Rick Ramstad. 
Motion by Muth, seconded by Griepp, to approve the June 23, 2014 Meeting Minutes. Motion passed. 
BUSINESS: Ginny Beck and Rick Ramstad were present to address the council on the discussions to come up with a joint name between Humboldt, Crooks and Garretson that will represent the three towns at the Humboldt Border Station. When a joint name is decided upon, it might help the town in gaining capacity.  
A few different options for city drainage were discussed. The Board is looking into the legalities of the different options and will discuss further at future meetings. 
Sealed bids for the HCC HVAC were opened. There was one bid received. The Board tabled the decision until the next regular meeting. Sealed bids for the City Wide Garbage Service were opened. Two bids were received. The Board tabled the decision until the next regular meeting. All bid specifications can be viewed at the Finance Office during regular business hours.

Motion by Griepp, seconded by Muth, to charge rent on the city park kitchenette in the amount of $100. Of said $100, $75 will be refunded depending on the condition of which the park area and kitchenette were left. Motion carried. 

The Board will be reviewing all the City Ordinances. If/when changes are made, notifications will be published. City Ordinances can be viewed at any time at the Finance Office. 

Several options were discussed in reference to the Finance Office being moved. No decision has been made yet but the options are being considered.  

Department Reports:
Sheriff – 74.58 hours were logged for the city for the month of June. Full report is on file at the Finance Office. 
Utility Manager – Daryl will be on military leave August 1st through August 17th. He will be unavailable during this time. If there are any questions or concerns, please call the Amanda at the Finance Office. Garretson staff is trained on natural gas issues and will be available during the absence. Hartford will be available for any city water or sewer issues during this time also. 

Owen’s Inspection Service conducted their annual inspection of the city water tower. Everything looks good. They recommend the coating be redone within three years. 
Finance Officer – The Finance Office will be closed August 6th – 10th. 


According to City Ordinance #9.0203 Utility Deposits, all utility users shall make a deposit; fifty (50) dollars of said deposit will be held in trust until service has been discontinued at which time deposits will be refunded or used to pay the final bill. Fifty (50) dollars of said deposit may also be refunded prior to discontinuing service after five (5) years of good service and timely payments. The Board has requested that residents have a choice in how they receive their refund. Residents will be contacted by mail if/when they meet the requirements needed for the refund. 

The Board will start planning and preparing for the 2015 budget to meet the September 1st deadline. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel to approve all claims in the amount of $67,775.40.  The motion was seconded by Muth. Motion carried with 4 ayes.
