3.  Payment of Assessments.  The total assessment may be paid in 10 equal annual installments, to which interest at 5% per annum will be added before certification to the County Auditor, who will include both interest and principal amount to be collected along with ad valorem property taxes on above property.  All special assessments shall be payable under Plan One--Collection by county treasurer pursuant to SDCL § 9-43-102.

4.  Prepayment.   Any assessment or installment under Plan One may be paid without interest to the municipal finance officer at any time within thirty days after the approval of the assessment roll. Thereafter, and before the due date of the first installment, the entire assessment remaining, or any number of installments, plus interest from the approval date to the date of payment may be paid to the municipal finance officer. After the due date of the first installment, if the installments that are due together with interest have been paid, any of the remaining installments not yet due may be paid without additional interest to the municipal finance officer. All installments paid before their respective due dates shall be paid in inverse order of their due dates.

5.  Filing of assessments.   The Finance Officer shall number said assessments consecutively, create the special tax book in accordance with SDCL 9-43, publish this resolution and deliver the special assessment roll and this resolution to the County Auditor.

6.  Publish Notice.  The Finance Officer is directed to publish with this resolution a notice stating under which plan the special assessments are payable, that any such assessment or any installment thereof may be paid without interest to the municipal treasurer within thirty days after the filing of the roll in the office of the municipal treasurer stating where such assessments are payable, the due date, the date of filing the assessment roll with the County Auditor and the rate of interest.

      RESOLUTION 18-12

A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR 

ANNUAL IMPROVEMENT ASSESSMENT 




WHEREAS,
the Town of Humboldt pursuant to SDCL 9-45-38 may levy annually for the purpose of maintaining and repairing street surfacing or pavement; and 




WHEREAS, the Town of Humboldt believes it necessary and appropriate to maintain its streets.




NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED 
by the Town Common Board of the Town of Humboldt, as follows:  









1.
Designation of lots to be assessed. 
Pursuant to SDCL 9-45-38, all lots in the Town of Humboldt fronting and abutting a street shall be assessed on the front foot basis. 









2.
Amount of Assessment.
There shall be levied upon all lots fronting and abutting a street 
$.80 cents per front foot.  Front foot means the actual front of the premises as established by the buildings thereon, record title and use of the property regardless of the original plat.









3.
Assessment.
The Town finance officer is directed to add such assessment to the general assessment against the property and certify the assessment together with the regular assessment to the county auditor to be collected as municipal taxes for general purposes. 









4.
Assessment subject to review.
The assessment is subject to review and equalization the same as assessments or taxes for general purposes.
