The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, August 28th, 2023 at Humboldt Community Center. Agenda Approval: A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Gamb to amend the agenda and add Brady Gaddis’s resignation from the Planning and Zoning Board and appointment of Mike Lias and Brad Gibbens to the Planning and Zoning Board under agenda item Planning and Zoning and approve the August 28th, 2023 agenda. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. Motion carried. 
Minutes:  The minutes for the July 17th,  2023 and the August 14th, 2023 meetings were reviewed. A motion was made by Gambs and seconded by Muth to approve the July 17th, 2023 minutes. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Bailey-Froke to approve the August 14th, 2023, minutes. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. Motion carried.  
Open Public Discussion: None   
Public Hearing: The public hearing for the one foot variance request by Nolan Whiting was held. He is requesting a 36 foot maximum height requirement for his house instead of the 35 foot maximum height requirement. The location of the property is 400 S Main St. He is restoring his house to its original state and is working with the SD Historical Society. A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Gambs to  approve the variance. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. Motion carried.  The public hearing for ANCO Holdings to rezone the property west of James St, legally known as Lot 2, Block 2 Jarding Addition to the City of Humboldt. The request is to change the zoning from A-1 Agriculture to I-1 Industrial. A motion was made by Bailey-Froke and seconded by Gambs to approve the rezoning. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. Motion carried. 

Nuisance Appeal: The Logan’s at 502 W 2nd Ave have filed an appeal to the Board regarding the Nuisance Abatement and Abandoned Vehicle violations they were sited for. A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Gambs to schedule the appeal hearing for September 11th, 2023 at 7:00 p.m. and provide the proper notice to the Logans. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. Motion carried.  
Old Business:  The properties located at 109 W 6th Ave and 112 S Washington St. were discussed. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to proceed with the nuisance abatement at 109 W 6th Ave. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. Motion carried. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to proceed with the nuisance abatement at 112 S Washington St. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. Motion carried. The by laws for the Humboldt Economic Development Association have been drafted and sent to the interested parties for approval. They will then be sent to Pierre for filing. Jon Fischer arrived at 8:02 pm.  The Phase III project was discussed. At the preconstruction meeting on August 23rd, the contractor indicated that they would like to start the project at the ball diamonds not on Ford St this year. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to process a change order to change from stage 1 to stage 3 of that project and start at the ball diamonds. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. Motion carried. 

New Business: The alley between Madison and Washington Streets was discussed.  Flooring options for the Humboldt Community Center and quotes were submitted for review and discussion.

A motion was made by Bailey-Froke and seconded by O’Gorman to appoint Brad Gibbens to the Planning and Zoning Board. Roll call was held with all members voting aye. Motion carried. 

Natural Gas:  Golden West is installing fiberoptic cable in the whole town and the Natural Gas manager has been busy locating.  
Streets: Slurry seal is done.
Water: No report
Sewer: No report
Parks/Baseball Diamonds: Jacob Ellens and Clint Koehn were present from the West Central Ball Association to discuss the LWCF Grant that the City has been awarded for the Baseball Complex. The project needs to be completed by June 30th, 2025.
Finance Officer:  The preliminary 2024 budget was submitted for review. The first reading of the Budget Ordinance will be on September 11th, 2023. The front foot street assessment resolution was discussed. A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Gambs to increase the front foot street assessment from $.80 to $1.00 per front foot.
