Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes
August 25, 2014 7:00 pm

The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, August 25, 2014 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel, Adam Lund and Matthew Sieverding. Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel.  Others present were Steve Lias, Bleau LaFave, Mike Mutziger and Heath Siemonsma.

On a motion by Griepp and a second by Muth, August 11, 2014 Meeting Minutes were approved. Motion passed. 
On a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth, the agenda was rearranged. Motion passed.

Steve Lias was present to discuss with the council his concerns about the Farmer’s Elevator natural gas usage. After some discussion it was decided to revisit the issue when the colder weather is upon us and the crops are in. 
On a motion by Griepp and a second from Lund, the agenda was rearranged. Motion passed.

Mike Mutziger and Heath Siemonsma were present to discuss the 2014 West Central Baseball Season recap with the council. After some discussion it was agreed upon to proceed with the WCBBA continuing on their own while the Town Board will assist in funding certain projects. 

The Verizon Tower project was discussed. It was decided that the board would like to see the road go in a different direction. Other options will be explored. 
City drainage was discussed and it is the responsibility of each home owner/occupant to manage the water around said homes. 

Department Reports:

Finance Officer: Siemonsma reports; the audit reports are in and a date will be set up to discuss the results. Stockwell Engineering will be attending the September 22nd meeting to discuss with the board on the proceeding of the water study. Siemonsma presented the late fees and disconnects to the board. The town ordinances are to be followed relating to the disconnects. Refunds for water deposits were sent out to the residents that were owed. Said residents will receive their check in the mail. The personnel manual was in need of updating. After going over all updates, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Sieverding to accept the new personnel manual. The motion passed.

The council made the first reading of Ordinance #14-03 declaring the town board will establish a set fee for garbage service to be included in the monthly bills. The resident will need to set up garbage service with a company of their choosing. The city will pay the garbage fees to each company and shall charge monthly fees to the residents. A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to accept Ordinance # 14-03. The motion passed. 

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:29pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth.
