Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, August 27th, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Heather Van Zee, Ritchy Griepp and Adam Lund. Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Fred and Erin Konechne, Marlene Elko and Brenda Haviland. 
Baars requested to amend the agenda under Department Reports to add Lagoon Pump. Van Zee requested to amend the agenda date from September 27th, 2018 to August 27th, 2018. Motion by approve amendment for agenda was made by Griepp and seconded by Vann Zee.  All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve the August 13th, 2018 minutes was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel.  Griepp abstained. Muth, Schmeichel, Vann Zee and Lund all aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: Van Zee raised a concern that residents are leaving lawn clippings in the streets on the sidewalks and in the gutters. Baars will add a notice to residents in the September newsletter to remove clippings after mowing is completed.  
Planning Commission: Baars updated the town board on building permits and review of the zoning map. 
Natural Gas Board: Brenda Haviland and Marlene Elko were present to give the Natural Gas board updates. 
Old Business: Baars updated the town board on what the next steps are for the Interactive Building. Baars will submit to publication that the town of Humboldt will be accepting sealed bids for the removal of the Interactive Building. 
New Business: It was agreed upon that Dave Gilderhus will be the HCC custodian.  This will be in addition to his current employment with the Town of Humboldt. Discussion was had on updating the current Humboldt Community Center Rental Agreement.  Baars will follow up with changes and present the updated form at the next town board meeting.  Review of the current agreement between the Town Board and Natural Gas is being reviewed by each board member.  Discussion will continue at the next schedule board meeting. Baars updated the board regarding the Verizon Tower. Baars will submit to publication the notice of Water Meter Replacement and Phase II of the Sewer Project.

Items for Next Meeting: Natural Gas board will discuss updating meters.  Baars was asked to look into getting a sign done and placed on the town sign for the Humboldt Community Center.  Baars will also look into prices to advertise the Humboldt Community Center in the newspaper.
