Minutes:  The minutes for the August 26th, 2024 meetings were reviewed. A motion was made by Gambs and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes. Roll call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: Tyler Cleveland was present from Stockwell Engineering to give an update on
 the Phase III Sewer/Street Project. Everything that is open will be paved. The storm sewer by Travis Taxidermy was discussed. Forest Smith voiced concerns about Heath Siemonsma’s access on highway 38. 
Old Business: The Heezen building permit and variance were discussed. Travis Taxidermy and Heezen came to an agreement on the variance. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve Heezen’s building permit and variance. Role call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. The fines for the park vandalism were also discussed.
New Business: The first reading for the 2025 budget ordinance was held. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve the first reading of the 2025 budge ordinance #25-01. Role call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. Purchasing an Epson colored printer for the finance office was also discussed. Planning and Zoning: The Heezen variance was approved.

Parks/Baseball Diamonds: Quotes for purchasing some black dirt were discussed. 
Streets: A quote for putting in some new streetlights was discussed. There is a culvert that needs to be fixed. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Gambs to approve the purchase of black dirt, as long as it’s under $3,000 and to fix the culvert. Role call was held with all members present voting aye. The motion carried. 
Water: No report
Sewer/Branch Site: The branch site was discussed. Sump pumps were also discussed. The sludge test results came back. In cell 1, there is two feet of sludge, which is about 20% of capacity. In cell 2, there is 18 inches of sludge, which is about 18% of capacity. To maintain the sludge, quotes for the purchase of sludge bugs were discussed. The estimated cost for purchasing sludge bugs is $16,089.70.  
Finance Officer:  The 2022-2023 audit was discussed.
