The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, September 10th, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:02pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Heather Van Zee, Ritchy Griepp and Adam Lund. Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Fred and Erin Konechne. 
Baars requested to amend the agenda to add 2016-2017 Schoenfish audit final copy to the Finance Officer under Department Reports. Motion to amend agenda was made by Van Zee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried. 
Motion to approve the August 27th, 2018 minutes was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp. Schmeichel abstained. Muth, Griepp, Van Zee and Lund aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: Question was posed, to Lund by the Natural Gas Board, to have all locates for the next phase of the Water and Sewer project paid for by the Grant. Further discussion will be had by the Town Board.
Old Business: Baars presented the Board with the updated rental agreement for the rental of the Humboldt Community Center.  Motion to approve the updated rental agreement was made by Lund and seconded by Van Zee.  All aye, motion carried.  Muth has asked to have a separate rental agreement drawn up for the rental of the tables and chairs from the Humboldt Community Center.  Baars will work on getting a draft written up.
New Business: Baars presented the board with an Outdoor Recreation Grant opportunity to fund improvements to Pressler Park. Motion to approve the submission of the Outdoor Recreation Grant was made by Lund and seconded by Muth.  All aye, notion carried.  Baars presented the price quotes for advertising the Humboldt Community Center from both The Minnehaha Messenger and The Shopping Guide.  The Board discussed going with the 2x3 size add from both advertising outlets.  Motion to approve advertising was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp.  Schmeichel opposed advertising.  Muth, Griepp, Van Zee and Lund aye, motion carried.  Baars presented the Board with the 2018 Public Awareness & Records Inspection Report.  Baars also added the response from Natural Gas stating that Natural Gas will be reviewing and submitting their corrective action to the Board at the next scheduled board meeting on September 24th, 2018.
Department Reports: 
Streets: Submission to update the main street banners was made by Beaner.  Board reviewed multiple proofs submitted by Sign-A-Rama.  Motion to approve the purchase of 12 new banners was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Water: Quote on materials and labor for installing water and updating the sewer to the ball fields was given by Beaner.  Motion to approve installing water and updating the sewer to the ball fields was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel.  Griepp, Van Zee and Lund opposed due to funding.  Muth and Schmeichel aye, motion failed.  
Sewer: Beaner will follow up on other options for updating the sewer to the ball field.
Utility Manager: No report.
Finance Officer: Baars presented the 2019 budget to the board for the first reading.  Motion to approve the first reading of the 2019 budget was made by Lund and seconded by Muth.  Schmeichel opposed due to the Natural Gas Figures.  Muth, Griepp, Van Zee and Lund aye, motion carried.  Baars presented each board member with the Final copy of the 2016-2017 Audit Report.
