Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, September 26, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Adam Lund, Heather VanZee and Theresa Muth. Mike Beaner was present for city personnel. Others present were Brenda Haviland, Erin Konechne, Sean Sosa, and Jon Fischer from Stockwell Engineers. Amanda Siemonsma was absent with cause. 
The night’s agenda was approved on a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel. Motion carried.
A motion by Schmeichel was seconded by Griepp to approve the August 12th meeting minutes. Schmeichel, Griepp, Lund, VanZee voted aye. Muth abstained. Motion carried. 
Short open discussion was held to discuss lowering speed limits within city limits due to them being lowered throughout the state. Ford street erosion was discussed. More information will be gathered and discussed at the next meeting. 

Community Board Updates: Haviland presented the board with the Natural Gas board report. In her report, Haviland recapped the gas meeting minutes and informed the board of the 70%  gas lock in through March 2017.  She also provided information on upcoming plans and opportunities for the gas system. 

Planning & Zoning commission added 2 new members but is still short one member. Interested parties are encouraged to contact City Hall.   

Old Business: Fischer presented the council with change order #3 for the sewer project. The projected change order would remove unnecessary work from the project which would result in lowering the contract amount by more than $7400. A motion was made by Griepp to accept change order #3 and the motion was seconded by Schmeichel. Motion carried. 

The second reading of Ordinance # 16-02; AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ADOPTION OF THE 2015 INTERNATIONAL BUILDING CODE AND AMENDMENTS AND ADDITIONS THERETO; AND FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS IN CONFLICT THEREWITH was held by the board. A motion was made by Lund to approve the second reading. Griepp seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

The second reading of Ordinance # 16-03; AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ADOPTION OF THE 2015 INTERNATIONAL RESIDENTIAL BUILDING CODE AND AMENDMENTS AND ADDITIONS THERETO; AND FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS IN CONFLICT THEREWITH was held by the board. A motion was made by Griepp to accept the ordinance with changes. R112.1: the board of appeals will be the Humboldt City Council. R112.2: The board shall have authority relative to the interpretation of the administrative provisions of this code and shall be empowered to waive requirements of this code. The motion was seconded by Schmeichel. Motion carried.


Ordinance #17-01 was tabeled on a motion by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp until discussion can be had with the finance officer. Motion carried. 


100 sqft sections of sidewalk on the west and north sides of the HCC along with a panel on the south side will need to be replaced. More information and discussion will be held at the next meeting. 
Department Reports:
Utility Manager: Beaner is to get metal and fix the dumpsters at the HCC. The cost will be about $200 in steel. 
Claims: September payroll was reviewed. On a motion by Schmeichel and a second from VanZee, the payroll was approved. Motion carried. 

Adjournment: With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 7:59pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from VanZee.
