Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Tuesday, October 9th, 2018 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Heather Van Zee and Adam Lund. Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Marlene Elko, Fred and Erin Konechne, Chad Herr, Joe & Nancy York, Robert Carnahan, Kent Siemonsma, Cole Grocott & Leonard Matthaei. 
Baars requested to amend the agenda to include water meters under Department Reports and add account #382 under Finance Officer. Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.

Motion to approve the September 24th, 2018 minutes was made by Vann Zee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: Concern over new water and sewer surcharges added to the October bills was voiced by York, Siemonsma and Carnahan.  Discussion was had on current surcharges.  Ongoing review of surcharges will continue.  
Old Business: Review of Cintas contract was held and it was decided to continue with the replacement of mats only.  Further discussion was had on the HCC Table/Chairs rental agreement. Minor changes were made to the agreement. Motion to approve the HCC Table/Charis rental agreement, with changes, was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried. 
New Business: Leonard was present for Matthaei Excavating discuss the process of removing the Interactive building.  Chadd Herr & Cole Grocott were present from West Central Baseball to discuss getting water to the north ballfield.  Discussion was had and at this time there is no plans on getting water to the ballfields.  Discussion and review of signers for the South Dakota Fit Fund was held. Motion to add Baars and Schmeichel as authorized signers was made by Lund and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  Review of the completed Town of Humboldt Emergency Response Plan and Vulnerability Assessment from Midwest Assistance Program was had. No further discussion was needed.     
Department Reports: 
Streets: Beaner updated the board on the completion of the crack sealing.
Water: Beaner presented the board with three different price quotes for the installation of the new water meters.  Quotes included; Central Readers with installation $279,000; Drive by Reads with plumber assistance installation $117,000; Drive by with Town of Humboldt installing $85,000.  Motion to approve meter installation quote of $85,000, contingent upon plumber requirement on project, was made by Lund and seconded by Van Zee.  Muth, Van Zee and Lund aye, Schmeichel opposed.  Motion carried.  
Sewer: Discussion was had over an alarm for the ballfield sewer.  Beaner will follow up.  Discussed making sure the septic tank is fully pumped before and during baseball tournaments at the ballfields.  
Utility Manager: Purchase of a sprayer for the town was brought up by Beaner.  Further review will be needed. 
Finance Officer: Board reviewed Budget Ordinance #19-01 with the breakdown of the 2019 Town of Humboldt budget that was approved at the September 24th, 2018 meeting.  Motion to approve Budget Ordinance #19-01 was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  Baars presented accounts #309 and #382 with errors.  Discussion was held and refunds will be made due to billing errors.  During the review of the updated water and sewer surcharges, it was discovered that the previous water and sewer surcharges of $4.00 and $8.00 were to be replaced with the updated surcharges.  Surcharges of $8.00 & $4.00, that were charged on the October billing statement, will be refunded and removed from accounts going forward.  Baars presented the town board with the repayment check from West Central Baseball for the rock delivery that was paid by the town of Humboldt. 
Claims: 
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.

Pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2, personnel matters, motion was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth to enter into Executive Session at 8:37pm. 
Motion by Van Zee was seconded by Muth to exit Executive Session at 8:51pm. No motions or votes were made in Executive Session. 
Items for Next Meeting: Resolution for water and sewer surcharges.  Letter to residents to schedule the meter installation.  Baars update on a legend to add to bills for explanation of charges.     
The next regular Town Board meeting will be Tuesday October 23rd 2018 at 7pm. 
With no further business to discuss, a motion to adjourn @ 8:57pm was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye. Motion carried.
