Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Tuesday, October 10, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee and Ritchy Griepp and Theresa Muth. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Erin Konechne, Fred Konechne, Brenda Haviland, Marlene Elko and Jon Fisher. 
Request to amend the agenda was made by Schultz to add Change Order #5 and 7 and Final Pay Approval under ‘a) Stockwell Change Order #4’ in new business. Also requested was to add e) 10/23/17 town board meeting under new business. Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve September 25, 2017 minutes was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. 3 aye, Griepp abstain, motion carried.
Open Discussion: Trunk or Treat will be held from 5-7 on October 31st at HCC. Plans for Turkey Day are also underway. Turkey day will be held on November 18th at HCC. Lund requested that the Natural Gas meter fee and charges be added to the next town board agenda. Lund will attend the Natural Gas board meeting to discuss the fee and charges. He will also report back to the board at the next town board meeting. 
Natural Gas Board: Haviland gave a Natural Gas board update. Farm taps have been painted. EFV at Golden West has been installed at their request and expense. Approval of payment of the South Dakota Pipeline Association membership. A notice was sent in the October newsletter about outlet gas lines on resident’s property. SECOG is researching grants for automatic natural gas readers. The PUC audit went well. An A+ was received. The board is still working on finalizing the Big J’s project. It is pending attorney feedback and costs. Haviland reported that from December 2016 to August 2016 there has only been a 41 therm difference in billing. A stamp for no access has been ordered. This will be stamped right on bills and serve as a notice when meters cannot be read. Haviland has requested to be added to the Planning and Zoning board agenda to give an update on the Big J’s project. 
Planning Commission: No report.

Old Business: Cameras have been purchased and pending installation. 
HCC concrete was discussed. Beaner shared that work is ½ complete.   

The Humboldt sign and graphics were discussed. Allen will follow up and report back at the next meeting.
New Business: Jon Fisher from Stockwell Engineers was present to present Change Order #4 and the 7 and Final application for payment. Change order #4 was presented. It is for gas line lowering and a valve box. Motion to approve Change Order #4 was made by Griepp and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried. Change Order #5 was presented. This order $0s out the project. Overall the project was $33,000 under budget. Motion to approve Change Order #5 was made by Griepp and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried. The Pay Application #7 and Final Pay Application was presented and discussed. 1 year warranty is provided. Fisher recommended to the board to pay the applications. Motion to approve Pay Application #7 and Final Pay Application was made by Griepp and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried.

Burt dogs were discussed. Number of animals has been a concern as is their kennel fee that the board approved on June 13, 2016. Board agreed that he should be charged. Humane Society will be contacted for a well check. 

Natural Gas and Bar Sale documents were reviewed and discussed. Request was made to have bar sale documents sent to the lawyer for interpretation. 


The town’s zoning map was reviewed. Updates are needed. Schultz will contact the county for updated maps and tax information. Fisher will review what Stockwell has for a town map and follow up. SECOG will be contacted to help with this project. Lund will attend the Planning and Zoning meeting on October 23rd to discuss.
