Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday October 12, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Theresa Muth, Heather VanZee and Allen Schmeichel. Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. Others present were Monie Siemonsma, Mike Garrey, Philip Raethz, Fred and Erin Konechne. 
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on September 28. Motion passed with Muth abstaining and the other 4 members voting aye. 
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes for the special session meeting held on October 7. Motion passed with Muth abstaining and the other 4 members voting aye. 

BUSINESS: 

Monie Siemonsma was present to request an amended code enforcement letter she received because of a complaint filed at city hall. Siemonsma claimed the letter she received from Paul Clarke, Humboldt code enforcement official, shall be invalid because some of the items listed were not punishable or actionable by law. Griepp motioned to issue an amended letter including only items which are actionable by law and to extend the violation due date until November 9. Lund seconded the motion. Motion passed. Clarke will be requested at the next meeting to explain all code enforcement letters that will be sent out. 


Jon Brown was unavailable to attend the meeting at the last minute. He will be requested to attend the next meeting for follow up information on the sewer project and state water plan discussion. 


Monie Siemonsma left the meeting at 7:20pm.


On a motion by Lund, Resolution #15-10-12 was approved dedicating $0.80 per front foot be assessed for street maintenance and repair. Muth seconded the motion. Motion carried. 


Discussion on the FY2016 budget was tabled until the next meeting on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Griepp. Motion carried. 


Department Reports:

Natural Gas: Mike Garrey was present as the president of the natural gas board to report to the city council. The natural gas board meetings will be moved to the 3rd Monday of every month at 6:30pm due to other scheduling conflicts with the board members. The change will be posted on the website. Someone from the natural gas board will also be present at Town Board meetings on the fourth Monday of the month. Garrey requested the help of Siemonsma and the rest of the town board in assisting him find out when the current natural gas board members terms are up. This will require digging through old minutes since there have been many changes throughout the years. When the terms are learned, they will be posted on the website. Garrey also discussed with the council the plans to hire Donnie Boll to take over the 20 hours per week position dedicated solely to natural gas and natural gas paperwork. Siemonsma will no longer be required to fulfill these 20 hours but she is willing to help out in any way they need to make this transition run smoothly. 

Sheriff: 42.85 hours were logged for the month of September. Full report is on file at the Finance Office.


Utility Manager: Sieverding discussed with the council the misuse of the city dump. The city dump continues to be an issue. The dump will be closed if the misuse continues and fines will be assessed to those guilty of the abuse. Rubble site violations carry a $500 penalty per offense. Strictly lawn clippings, branches or other organic material is all that is allowed at the city site.
