Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes
Tuesday, October 14, 2014 7:00 pm

The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, October 14th, 2014 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel and Adam Lund. Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. Others present were Steve Dick and Jeff Danielson from the West Central School district, and Edith Jarding. 

The September 22nd, 2014 meeting minutes needed a minor wording correction. The word “enforce” will be changed to “pass” in the following phrase, “the council decided not to enforce the City Wide garbage ordinance.” On a motion by Griepp and second by Lund the September 22nd, 2014 meeting minutes were approved. Motion passed. 
BUSINESS: Jeff and Steve were present to discuss with the council the addition on the WC Elementary. After some discussion, Schmeichel made the motion agreeing to help West Central pay for some of the school addition up to the amount of $8075. This amount equals the total amount agreed upon in 2008 for the land swap between the school and the Town. Griepp seconded the motion and the motion carried with all members present voting aye. The council has also asked the WC School Board to look into the option of getting as easement from the school for a possible access road. The school district will plan on putting the issue on their next agenda.

Edith Jarding was present to discuss with the council the plans for the Verizon tower and access road. The council reiterated the fact that they are seeking the easement from the school and that there will be no plans to use the St Ann’s Cemetery road to gain access to the tower. The council is still waiting on a report from Stockwell regarding the federally mapped wetland. 
Moving the Finance office was discussed. More discussion will be held at the next meeting.
