Open Public Discussion:

Business: 
Tyler Cleveland with Stockwell gave an update on how the 2019 Utility Improvement Project.  Items discussed were the utilities on Washington Street, paving on 4th and Roberts. Motion to approve Contractor Pay Application #3 was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
