Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Tuesday, October 24, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund and Ritchy Griepp. Heather VanZee and Theresa Muth were absent with cause. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Brenda Haviland, Marlene Elko and Justin Kjellsen. 
Request to amend the agenda was made by Beaner to add new skid steer tires under ‘a) Streets in department reports. Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Griepp and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried.
Request to correct two typographical errors in the October 24, 2017 minutes was made by Schultz and Schmeichel. Motion to approve corrected minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Open Discussion: Lund has found typographical or spelling errors in the town’s ordinances. Lund will forward and Schultz will follow up on getting those errors amended.  
Natural Gas Board: Haviland gave a Natural Gas board update. Natural Gas board met on October 16th, 2017. Keith Bobzien came before the Board to address no access concerns on his property. An agreed upon arrangement was made. Estimated usage for no access was discussed. A 3 month average will be used going forward. The ‘meter fee’ was discussed and the title was changed to ‘basic service’. Clarification from the PUC is needed. Haviland will follow up. GTS double payment correction has been made. A dedicated cell phone line and email address will be established for Natural Gas.
Planning Commission: The Planning and Zoning board approved the Conditional Use Permit for the Verizon telecommunication tower. Motion by Griepp and second by Lund to approve the Conditional Use Permit. All aye, motion carried. The attorney still has concerns over sections 4 and 12 of the contract. It allows Verizon to terminate the lease agreement upon the requisite notice to Humboldt, but it does not allow Humboldt the same opportunity. Lund would like to review sections 4 and 12. More discussion at the next town board meeting.  
Old Business: HCC concrete was discussed. Beaner shared that work is close to being complete. Tooley will invoice the town. 
Schmeichel presented new graphics for the Humboldt sign. All agreed that the slogan should be added. Schultz will work with Signarama to get that added and present options back to the board.
The Humane Society has been contacted for a well check on the Burt dogs. No report has been received back. Schultz will follow up. 
New Business: Justin Kjellsen was present for the Public Hearing for the renewal of Big J’s liquor license. Kjellsen presented steps that they have taken and shared information about increased staff training. Motion by Schmeichel second by Griepp to approve the renewal of Big J’s liquor license. All aye, motion carried. 
Humboldt Museum’s heating and air was discussed. Beaner will follow up. 

Schultz shared that per the Department of Revenue 3rd Penny money could be used for the museum or other projects to promote the Humboldt community. Discussion around moving school memorabilia over to HCC to display. Lund will follow up. 
Based on feedback from the attorney, the HCC/Humboldt bar agreement will end as of December 31st, 2017. Discussion around temporary liquor licenses to other establishments or non-profits. Timing was also discussed. Schultz will follow up on how to get the renewal into the Town of Humboldt’s name. Schmeichel will follow up with Dave Derschan.  

HCC lights were discussed. Motion to approve Siemonsma Electric to replace all lights in HCC with LED lights for the approximate price of $15,000 was made by Griepp, second by Lund. All aye, motion carried. 
HCC cleaning and deposits were discussed. Deposits will be deducted from based on time necessary to complete required cleaning. 
SECOG sent a grant opportunity to the board. Funds would be a 50/50 match from the city and the projects need to focus on recreation. Deadline is December 8th, 2017. Park improvements, campground and new courts are ideas. Lund will research and follow up. 

Town Board member and Finance Officer bonds were discussed. Per Dave Puthoff, the Town Board is covered for Public Officials Errors and Omissions in the insurance policy, but the Finance Officer bond is recommended. Schultz will work with Puthoff to bring options back to the board. 

Department Reports: 
Streets: 
Insurance on city trucks was discussed. Liability coverage will be on all city trucks. Schultz will work with Puthoff.
With the work on the lagoons, the skid steer needs new tires. Beaner presented pricing options. Motion by Griepp to purchase Michelin tires for $100 each, second by Schmeichel. All eye, motion carried.
Crack seal has been completed. Invoice was received.
Beaner has preparing the snow plow. 

The city trucks’ town logos are peeling off. Beaner would like to replace the stickers with magnets from Neon Pride. 
Water: Water testing came back good. 
Sewer:  Rock replacement at the lagoons is complete. Beaner used less tonnage than was estimated. 980 tons were used. Beaner will obtain invoices for the rock.

Lagoons will need to be pumped down soon because of the heavy rains.  
Illegal dumping is still an issue at the rubble site. Nails in wood are a concern. Discussion around dump monitoring and/or closures. Follow up discussion at next meeting. 
Finance Officer: Computer service was discussed. Schultz will move forward to get quotes for an updated system. 

City Hall will be closed on Thursday, October 26th while Schultz attends training in Mitchell. 

The Veterans Day floating holiday will be used for Friday, November 24, 2017 by both Beaner and Schultz. City Hall and Utility Shop will be closed that day.  
Claims: Payroll was reviewed. Motion by Schmeichel to approve was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:40pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
