Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday October 26, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Theresa Muth, Heather VanZee and Allen Schmeichel. Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. Others present were Paul Clarke, Jon Brown and Fred Konechne. 
A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Lund to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on October 12. Motion passed with all members voting aye. 
BUSINESS: 

Mike Garrey presented the council with the natural gas board report for review. The report contains the agenda, minutes and discussions. The full report is on file at the finance office. 

Paul Clarke, city code enforcement officer, was present to discuss the code enforcement letters that will be sent out to residents who are found in need of complying with any city ordinances. He agreed to review and revise the letter sent to Monie Siemonsma stating the compliance issues to fix that can be punishable with a fine. City ordinances are in place for the residents to assure a safe and peaceful town to live. The city and Clarke will work together to ensure the town safety. Discussions are in place on how to continue with the code enforcement plans. Clarke left the meeting at 7:23pm. 

Jon Brown from Stockwell Engineers was present for follow up information on the sewer project and state water plan discussion. The city is on the state water plan and everything is in place. He suggested Humboldt get a bond in place in order to secure land if any such land would come up for sale as a precaution. The land acquisition would end up being reimbursed by a grant from the state water plan. 

On a motion by Lund, an agreement for Stockwell Engineers professional services to conduct a comprehensive drainage plan was accepted and signed. VanZee seconded the motion and the motion carried will all members voting aye. Brown left the meeting at 7:35pm.

On a motion by Lund and a second from Griepp, the liquor license renewal for Harm’s Oil Friendly’s was approved and signed. Motion carried with all present members voting aye.  


On a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Muth, the second reading for the FY2016 Budget was read and approved. Motion carried will all members voting aye. 

Department Reports:

Utility Manager: Sieverding discussed with the council a recap of the October utilities. No motions were made as a result of the discussion. 

Finance Officer: Siemonsma discussed with the council a recap of the October financials and accounts. The monthly newsletter, promo items and local evets were also discussed. No motions were made as a result of the discussion. 


A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve October payroll. Motion carried with all members voting aye.  
Motion was made by Griepp and seconded by VanZee to enter executive session at 8:04pm citing personnel discussion. Sieverding, Siemonsma and Konechne left the meeting. Meeting was called into session at 8:24pm. No motions as a result of executive session.
