Agenda Approval: Motion to approve the agenda was made by N. Leonard and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. 
Minutes: Motion to approve the October 12th meeting minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by J. Leonard. Schmeichel abstained. Griepp, J. Leonard, N. Leonard and Adam Lund aye, motion carried.  
Open Public Discussion: Nolan spoke about the Economic Development and his interest in joining the Economic Development Board.  
Business: Baars stated there are no current updates on the interactive building. Baars was approached by the Girl Scout Troop on using the Community Center for their meetings on the second and fourth Wednesdays. Motion to approve the Girl Scouts using the Community Center was made by N. Leonard and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. Nolan spoke about the funding for the turfing of the fields. The West Central Baseball Association would like to continue with the project but only turf field “A” for a cost of $165,000.00. Department Reports:
Planning & Zoning Update: Baars stated no meeting took place due to lack of building permits to review. 

Natural Gas Update: Baars gave a review on the Natural Gas meeting held on October 19th. Items discussed were the lock

in rates for this winter and the lock in rates for 5 years and the call letter for the last bond payment. Motion to approve the Call Letter for the last bond payment was made by Griepp and seconded by Lund. All aye, motion carried.  
Utility Manager:

Streets: Beaner discussed applying gravel to Ford, 5th Ave, Washington and Lincoln Street. Motion to approve $15,000 for application of gravel was made by Lund and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. 
Water: Beaner gave the Town Board an inside view of the water tower and all of the holes that are in the roof. The roof will need to be repaired or replaced in the future. 
Finance Office: A second Finance Officer application was reviewed. Baars will contact the applicant to schedule an interview.  Baars stated that she received a quote for new radios for the Fire and Ambulance Department. Baars is doing research to see if these radios will qualify for the CARES Act reimbursement. At this time Baars did not receive the quote for the new laptop and phone system. 
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed, and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Schmeichel and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried.
