The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday October 28th, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall. Agenda Approval: Baars asked to amend the agenda to add Planning and Zoning updates and Natural Gas updates to #7 under Department Reports.  Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Muth and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the October 14th meeting minutes was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.  
Open Public Discussion: 
Brad Wilson with the South Dakota Municipal League presented the Town of Humboldt a plaque in appreciation to their 25 Years of membership in the SDML Workers Compensation fund.
Business: 
Jon Fischer with Stockwell gave an update on the 2019 Utility Improvement Project.  Items discussed was the good progress being made, curb and gutter and asphalt on Main Street and Washington Street and getting mailboxes and street signs installed on 4th Ave.

The 2020 Alcoholic Beverage License were discussed.  Motion to approve Big J’s 2020 Alcoholic License, with the correction to the Municipal question, was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  Motion to approve Friendly’s 2020 Alcoholic License was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried. Humboldt Bar’s license was not present. 
Discussion was held on surplusing the old water meters.  Motion to surplus water meters was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.

Baars stated there are no updates currently on the Interactive Building.

The town board reviewed the complaint form submitted on the matter of a sump pump hose.  Board stated this is an issue between residents.  

Lund discussed looking at giving a Town of Humboldt tax break to new resident development.  Further discussion will be held.

Baars stated that account #220 was delinquent due to a renter moving out without informing the Finance Office and leaving an outstanding utility balance owed for utilities. Landlord has paid towards the outstanding balance. Motion for landlord to pay the remaining balance was made by Muth and seconded by VanZee.  Schmeichel and Lund abstained.  Muth, Griepp and VanZee aye, motion carried.  Discussion was held on whether to move the meeting scheduled for November 11th and November 25th due to Holidays.  The meeting dates will stay as scheduled.  
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
