Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes
Monday, November 10, 2014 7:00 pm

The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, November 10, 2014 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth and Allen Schmeichel. Adam Lund joined the meeting at 7:23pm. Amanda Siemonsma was present for city personnel. Others present were Thomas Werner and Pastor Glen Peterson. 

The October 27th and November 3rd Special Session meeting minutes were reviewed. On a motion by Muth and second by Griepp both meeting minutes were approved. Motion passed. 
In short open discussion, SDML organization memberships were discussed. 

BUSINESS: Adam Lund attended the West Central School District meeting to obtain an easement from the school to allow Verizon to use a school road to access their future tower if needed. The easement was granted. 
Thomas Werner and Pastor Glen were present to ask the council permission to use the HCC for the use of a taekwondo class. The use of the HCC was donated to Werner on the condition that classes be held on Sunday and if there was a need to use the HCC for another purpose, the taekwondo class would need to be rescheduled. Werner and Pastor Glen left the meeting. 
Moving the Finance Office was discussed. Personnel will find out the size of the old pump house lot and report to the council for more discussion. 

Siemonsma discussed the Turkey Day agenda and the plan for the set up and carry out of the event. The event will be posted in the paper. 

The contract for services from the Helpline was renewed for 2015. The services are necessary for any city owning and operating a natural gas system.
