Jon Fischer was present to update the town board on the progress of the 2019 Street utility project.  Items discussed were the continued work to winterize Phase I of the project. Baars gave an update on the plans to start the install of the Verizon Tower.  Building permit 19-38 was obtained for the foundation portion of the install.
